e Make sure the power plug is securely inserted into a proper electrical outlet to
reduce the risk of short-circuit and fire.

e It is highly recommended that a surge protector is used to prevent from
damage.

e DO NOT use the massage chair in areas where the humidity is high such as
sauna steam rooms, pools, bathrooms, AC or heating vents, etc.

e DO NOT use the massage chair outdoors and avoid areas with direct sunlight.
e If the chair is not being used, turn the power switch to the OFF position and
unplug the massage chair from the electrical outlet to prevent any damages to the
chair when there are power outages/surges that may cause serious damage.

e Never plug/unplug the power cord plug socket with wet hands.

e Close and continuous supervision is necessary when the massage chair is used
by, on or near children or disabled persons.

e No more than one person should use the massage chair at the same time.

e The massage chair is intended for use as described in the Instruction Manual.
Dot not use any attachments other than those recommended by the
manufacturer.

e DO NOT attempt to stand or sit on the backrest, armrest or footrest in order to
prevent accident, injury or damage to the chair.

e Avoid falling asleep while using the massage chair.

e Always keep the massage chair clean, and never insert any objects into or
around the gaps of the massage chair.

e DO NOT move the massage chair by pulling on the power supply cord.

e Make sure there are no children, pets or other obstacles behind or underneath
the massage chair.

e If you find any rips or tears in the fabric of the massage chair, contact the
service department and stop using the chair immediately.

e This massage chair is designed for household use and should not be used in
non-residential settings.



Safety Precautions

e Please consult your doctor if you are in doubt as to whether or not you should
use this massage chair.

e Please consult a doctor before using the massage chair if you are pregnant,
undergoing any medical treatment, using a medical electronic device such as a
pacemaker, or are experiencing any of the following: malignant tumor, heart
disease, back pain, abnormal or curved back bone, osteoporosis or acute illness.
e If you experience pain while using the massage chair, stop using the chair
immediately and consult your doctor.

e Never use a massage function on swollen or inflamed parts of the body.

e DO NOT use the massage chair for more than 30 minutes at a time.

e DO NOT use the massage chair where aerosol(spray) products are being used
or where oxygen is being administered.

e This massage chair is a non-professional product designed to provide a
comfortable massage and should not be substituted for appropriate medical
treatment.

e Never operate the appliance with the air hoses that inflate while they are
blocked. Keep the air openings free of lint, hair, and any other obstructions.

e Check the skin which is in contact with the heated area of the appliance
frequently to reduce the risk of injury. If the heating pad malfunctions and extreme
heat is produced it may cause serious burns.

e Burns may result from improper use. If this is the case immediately shut off the
chair and unplug from the outlet.

e Remove all sharp objects from the body and pockets such as keys and pens.

e Keep children away from extended foot support (or other similar parts.)

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Setting up the massaqge chair

1. Installation Position.

« The chair provides a slide forward function that user can save space and place

it very close to the wall.
Approx. 797 atleast 7.1

Product's area in contact with the floor. Footrest's area in contact with the floor.

» Do not expose the massage lounger to direct sunlight or high temperatures,
such as in front of heating sources, because this can cause discoloration or
hardening of the synthetic leather.

* Place the unit on a mat to prevent floor damage.

* When placing a mat under the unit, the size of the mat should be sufficient
(at least 71" x 35") to cover the areas where the unit touches and where
the legrest could touch the floor, as shown in the diagram on the above.

« Install the unit near a power outlet.

Step 1: Preparation before Installing.
1. Remove the chair parts out of two cartons: @Main unit @ Legrest
2. Before installing, please check all the parts according to the following list.

Step 2:Install legrest baffles
1.Take out these units as picture shows.

2. Insert the right baffle(R) into the groove on the right side of main unit, and
align the A1 to A2, B1 to B2.

3. Fasten A1 - A2 and B1 - B2 with the allen screws & spacers by the allen key
provided.

How to tighten the screws
e Put and attachment screw on the edge of the allen key and
E% tighten the screw horizontally to the hole.

4. Repeat above steps to accomplish the installation for legrest baffle (L).

Step 3:Install the legrest
1. Connect the air connector:E2 (on legrest ) and E1 (on main unit).
2. Connect the electrical connector:F1,G1 (on legrest ) and F2,G2 (on main unit).

3.Align the push-rod J1 (on legrest ) and push-rod J2 (on main unit) with flat head
rivets and secure them with split pins.

4. Align the hole H2 (on legrest ) to the shaft H1 (on main unit). Let H1 pass
through H2. Lock the shafts with the circlips provided.

Installation completed.
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Preparation before Use

1. Check the space around the product.
Make sure there is no person, pet, or other object close to the product.

2. Make sure there is no foreign matter in the seams of the product.

* Before sitting on the product, make sure there is no foreign matter between
any two parts of it.

» Do not put hands, arms or head between the backrest and the back cover.

* Do not put pets on the product (such as its back cover, backrest and armrests).

The remote control enters
the operation main page.

The massage mechanism, backrest
and footrestrestore to its original position. The massage chair is turned off.

6.Partial : Touch Partial to activate partial massage
The massage roller will go up and down in a range of approx 3.2 "Press again to
cease partial massage.
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How to Use

‘Local’ Massage

1.Select ‘Local’ function on the operation main page.

2.Select 1 of 4 local programs.After the selection, relevant massage starts. The
remote control enters the adjustment page.

In Auto and Local programs,the chair will detect the body curve and set up a
optimal track.For this reason,these adjustment are not recommended in Auto

and Local programs.

‘Air’ Massage

1.Select ‘Air Massage’ function on the operation main page to start the air massage.
2.Touch Intensity to adjust the intensity of air massage ( 5 levels )

‘Advanced’ Massage

Select ‘Advanced’ function on the operation main page.After the selection,relevant
massage starts:

Select from 3 core programmes: LED,Heating,Foot roller.
These 3 programmes can be used at the same time.
After the selection,relevant massage starts:

How to Use

Heating
Touch Heating to start heating function. Press once to activate lumbar heating.
Press again to cease heating function.

Foot roller
Touch foot roller to start foot roller function . Press again to cease foot roller function.

LED
Touch LED to turn on the LED light on the speaker.
Press again to turn it off.

Position

1 Footrest Direction Adjustment Key:

Press to lift or lower, extend or retract the footrest.

Extension of the footrest could be adjusted. Retraction of the footrest could be
achieved by touching the sensor switch at the front part of the sole.

2 Backrest Adjustment Key:
Press to raise or recline the backrest.
Press again to stop at desiredposition.

3 Zero Gravity Key:

Press to enter the Zero Gravity position (the most relaxed and comfortable of
positions).

Press again to restore to the last position. This key cannot beeffected under
‘Stretch’ function.

* Sleep time adjustment of the screen

Cleaning and maintenance

1. Cleaning of the synthetic leather

Wipe the synthetic leather with a soft dry cloth.

* Do not clean the product with chemicals
such as thinners, gasoline and alcohol. water

* When using a leather maintenance product
(cleaning cloth) sold on the market, follow its
directions for use.

* If the synthetic leather is very dirty, wipe it with the
method below.

D Put a piece of soft cloth into water or 3% to 5%

neutral detergent contained hot water and wring
it out.

(2 Wipe surface of the synthetic leather with the soft

cloth.

@ Wipe the detergent with a piece of cloth once soaked

in clean water and wrung out.

@ Wipe with a piece of wrung soft cloth.

(B Have the synthetic leather take natural air drying.

« If it is difficult to remove the stains on the synthetic
leather, soak a piece of melamine foam bought from
the market into a neutral detergent and use it wipe the
product.

* Do not dry the surface by a hair drier.

« Surface of the synthetic leather may be dyed by fabric
colors; therefore, be careful when wiping the product with
denim or colored cloth.

» Synthetic leather may discolor, so the position in contact
with the hair dye used should be covered by a towel.

2. Cleaning of the plastic parts

1) Put a piece of soft cloth into water or
neutral detergent contained hot water,
wring it out and wipe the plastic parts.

* Do not clean the product with chemicals such as
thinners,gasoline and alcohol.

2) Wipe with a piece of cloth once soaked
in clean water and wrung out.

* Wring the cloth out before using it to wipe the
remote controller.

3) Have the plastic parts take natural air
drying.
