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INTEGRATED PANEL DIMENSIONS

NOTE
Due to differences in surrounding cabinetry, the panel may 
not perfectly align with the door. The procedure below is 
designed to provide a finished overlay panel that 
seamlessly integrates with surrounding cabinetry.

Overlay Panel Preparation
1.	 Cut the panels to the dimensions listed in the diagram. 

For optimal results, have a qualified carpenter verify all 
measurements. 

2.	 Optional: Stain or finish panel to desired stain or color. 
Be sure to closely follow the instructions provided by 
the manufacturer.

3.	 Optional: Install handles and hardware. 

The door panel must not weigh more than 20 lbs (10 kg).

It is important to ensure that all drilled holes are drilles to 
the correct depth in order to avoid splits in the wood when 
hardware is installed.

When applying an overlay panel to a unit, ensure that both 
sides are finished in order to prevent warping.

A full overlay door panel completely covers the door frame 
and provides a built-in appearance.

Prepare Integrated Panel
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• 6 - 25⁄32” M4 Truss Head tapping Screws

• 4 - 15⁄32” M4 Truss Head tapping Screws

Gasket

Gasket Channel
Filler

Install 6 M4 25⁄32” (20mm)
Truss Head tapping screws

Install 4 M4 15⁄32” (12mm)
Truss Head tapping screws

5. Reinstall gasket channel 
filler.

6. Remove clamps.
7. Reinstall door to unit.

1. Remove door from unit
(See To Reverse the Door Swing)
2. On a flat surface, line up the door to the integrated door panel and clamp.
3. Remove gasket and gasket channel filler to expose side holes.
4. Install 10 screws to secure door to panel.
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
