Attach the racks to rod (racks may vary).

Finally position cooktop

Place the cooktop into position so that the backguard
sits flush with the top of the cooktop trim.

Follow the rest of the instructions shown in the
cooktop installation instructions.

IMPORTANT!

The back section must be securely fastened to
the wall. Failure to do so could cause damage or
personal injury if the Backguard was to pull free
from wall when racks are loaded. The maximum
weight placed on each rack should be 10Ibs.
