1.6 Energy saving
- Always ensure good ventilation. Do not obstruct ventila-

tion openings or grilles.
- Never block air slits in the fan.
- Do not install the appliance in direct sunlight or next to

an oven, heater, or similar heat source.
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- Energy consumption depends on installation conditions
such as the ambient temperature (see 1.3) . If the
ambient temperature differs from the standard tempera-
ture of 25 °C, energy consumption can change.

3.2 Temperature display
The following is displayed in normal operation:
- the highest freezer temperature
- the average cooling temperature
The freezer compartment temperature display flashes:
- the temperature setting has been changed
- once switched on the temperature is not cold enough
- the temperature has risen by several degrees
Flashing dashes appear on the display:
- the freezer temperature is above 32 °F (0 °C).
The following displays indicate malfunction. Possible
causes and corrective actions: (see 7) .

- F0 to F9
- FE
- The power failure symbol  flashes.

4 Start-up
4.1 Switching on the appliance
Note
The manufacturer recommends:
u Store frozen produce at 0 °F (-18 °C) or colder.
Switch on the appliance approx. 2 hours before loading for
the first time.
4.1.1 Switching on the entire appliance at
the freezer compartment
u Open the door.
u Press On/Off button, freezer compartment Fig. 3 (8).
w The fridge compartment temperature display shows the

current temperature in the interior.
w The freezer compartment temperature display and the

Alarm symbol will flash until the temperature is cold
enough. If the temperature is greater than 32 °F (0 °C),
flashing dashes will appear; if the temperature is lower
than this, the current temperature will flash on the
display.

w Whenever “DEMO” appears on the display, the appli-
ance is running in demonstration mode. Contact the
customer service department.

4.1.2 Switching on fridge compartment and
BioFresh compartment.
Note
Before going on vacation or other prolonged periods of
non-use
u You can switch the refrigerator compartment on/off

separately from the freezer section.
u Open the door.
u Press Fridge compartment On/Off button Fig. 3 (1).
w Fridge and BioFresh compartment are on: Fridge

temperature display Fig. 3 (2) is on. When the refriger-
ator compartment door opens the interior light comes
on.

5 Operation
5.1 Temperature display unit
The temperature display can be changed from °F to °C.
5.1.1 To change the unit
u Activate setting mode: Press SuperFrost button

Fig. 3 (12) for about 5 seconds.

Controls and displays
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w S is displayed in the temperature display.
w The Menu symbol Fig. 3 (16) lights up.
u Using Freezer compartment Up button

Fig. 3 (10)/ Freezer compartment Down button
Fig. 3 (11) select °.

u To confirm: Briefly press SuperFrost button
Fig. 3 (12).

u Using Freezer compartment Up button
Fig. 3 (10)/ Freezer compartment Down button
Fig. 3 (11) select °F or °C.

u To confirm: Briefly press SuperFrost button
Fig. 3 (12).

u To exit setting mode: Press Freezer compartment
On/Off button Fig. 3 (8).

-or-
u Wait 5 minutes.
w The temperature is again displayed in the temperature

display.

5.2 Child-proof lock
You can use the child-proof lock to lock the
buttons. This means that children cannot acci-
dentally switch off the appliance when playing.
5.2.1 Switching on the child-proof lock
u Activate setting mode: press and hold the SuperFrost

button Fig. 3 (12) for approximately 5 s.
w S is shown on the display.
w The Menu symbol Fig. 3 (16) lights up.
u Using the Freezer compartment Up button Fig. 3 (10) or

Freezer compartment Down button Fig. 3 (11), select c.
u Press the SuperFrost button Fig. 3 (12) briefly to

confirm.
When c1 is shown on the display:

u To switch on the child-proof lock, press the
SuperFrost button Fig. 3 (12) briefly.

w The Child safety symbol Fig. 3 (17) lights up. c flashes
on the display.
When c0 is shown on the display:

u To switch off the child-proof lock, press the SuperFrost
button Fig. 3 (12) briefly.

w The Child safety symbol Fig. 3 (17) goes out. c flashes
on the display.

u Deactivate setting mode: press the Freezer compart-
ment On/Off button Fig. 3 (8).

-or-
u Wait 5 min.
w The temperature is again displayed on the temperature

display.

5.3 Door alarm
For the fridge/Biofresh compartment and freezer compart-
ment

If the door is open for longer than 180 seconds,
the acoustic warning sounds.
The acoustic warning stops automatically when
the door is closed

5.3.1 Switching off the door alarm
The acoustic warning can be switched off when the door
is open. The acoustic warning remains switched off as
long as the door is open. When the door is closed, the
alarm function is active again.
u Press Alarm button Fig. 3 (14).
w The door alarm stops.

5.4 Temperature alarm
If the freezer temperature is not cold enough,
the audible warning sounds.
At the same time, the Alarm symbol Fig. 3 (15)
will flash.
The cause of a temperature being too high may be:
- Hot fresh food was placed in the appliance.
- When sorting and removing food from the appliance,

too much warm ambient air got in.
- Prolonged power outage
- The appliance is faulty.
The audible warning automatically ceases, the Alarm
symbol Fig. 3 (15) goes out, and the temperature display
stops flashing when the temperature is cold enough
again.
If the alarm status remains: (see 7) .
Note
If the temperature is not cold enough, food may spoil.
u Check the quality of the food. Do not consume spoiled

food.

5.4.1 Switching off the temperature alarm
The acoustic warning can be switched off. When the
temperature is cold enough again, the alarm function is
active again.
u Press Alarm button Fig. 3 (14).
w The acoustic warning ceases.

5.5 Sabbath Mode
This function meets the religious requirements on the
Sabbath and Jewish festivals. When the appliance is in
Sabbath mode some control electronic functions are
switched off. After setting Sabbath mode you no longer
need to worry about indicator lights, figures, symbols,
displays, alarm messages and fans. The thawing cycle
only operates at the specified time without taking refriger-
ator use into account. After a power cut the appliance
automatically switches on again in Sabbath mode.
You can find a list of Star-K-certified appliances at
www.star-k.org/appliances .

Operation
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WARNING
Danger of food poisoning!
No record will be kept of a power failure during Sabbath
Mode. Thus, during Sabbath mode, if a power failure
occurs that you are not aware of, when the power comes
back on, the unit will continue to be in Sabbath Mode but
when Sabbath Mode is ended there will be no indication
that a power failure occurred.
If a power failure occurs during Sabbath mode:
u Check the quality of the food. Do not consume spoiled

food!
- All functions are blocked until Sabbath mode is

switched off.
- If the unit is currently running in a mode such as

Superfrost, Supercool or the Ventilation is enabled
these functions will continue and finish their timed
cycles independent of now being in Sabbath mode.

- The Ice Maker is disabled.
- No audible signals are emitted, and the temperature

display does not indicate any warnings or settings
(such as a temperature alarm or door alarm).

- Light does not operate.

5.5.1 Setting Sabbath mode
u To activate setting mode: Press and hold the

SuperFrost button Fig. 3 (12) for approx. 5 s.
w S flashes on the display.
w The Menu symbol Fig. 3 (16) lights up.
u To access the Sabbath mode function: Briefly press

theSuperFrost button Fig. 3 (12).
When S1 is shown on the display:

u To turn on Sabbath mode, briefly press the
SuperFrost button Fig. 3 (12).
When S0 is shown on the display:

u To turn off Sabbath mode, briefly press the
SuperFrost button Fig. 3 (12).

u To deactivate setting mode: Press the Freezer compart-
ment On/Off button Fig. 3 (8).

-or-
u Wait 5 min.
w The Sabbath Mode symbol Fig. 3 (19) appears on the

temperature display as long as Sabbath Mode is active.
w Sabbath mode switches off automatically after 120

hours if it is not manually switched off beforehand.

5.6 Fridge compartment
The natural circulation of air in the refrigerator compart-
ment results in zones differing in temperature. It is coldest
directly above the plate separating off the BioFresh zone
and at the rear wall. It is warmest at the top front of the
compartment and in the door.

5.6.1 Refrigerating food
Note
u Do not load the door with more than 35 lbs (16 kg) of

food.

WARNING
Danger of fire
u Do not use electrical appliances inside the food storage

compartments of the appliance, unless they are of the
type recommended by the manufacturer.

Note
Insufficient ventilation results in an increase in energy
consumption and reduction of the refrigerating perform-
ance.
u Never block the air slits in the fan.
u Use recyclable plastic, metal, aluminum and glass

containers and cling film to wrap foods.
u Always store raw meat or fish in clean, closed

containers on the lowest shelf in the cooling area so
that other food cannot come into contact with it or drip
on it.

u Always use closed containers for liquids and for food
that may give off or be tainted by odor or flavor transfer
or cover them.

u Use the front floor area of the fridge compartment only
to set down food to be refrigerated temporarily, e.g.,
when rearranging or sorting the contents of the fridge.
Do not leave the food there, as it may be pushed back
or tipped over when the door is closed.

u Do not store food too close together to enable sufficient
air circulation.

5.6.2 Setting the temperature
The temperature depends on the following factors:
- the number of times the door is opened
- The duration the door is opened
- the room temperature of the installation location
- the type, temperature and amount of food.
The temperature can be set from 48 °F (9 °C) to 37 °F
(3 °C). Recommended temperatures are 39 °F (5 °C).
Note
If a temperature below 37 °F (3 °C) is required:
u Set the cooling temperature to 37 °F (3 °C).
u Set the bio-fresh temperature to a value between b4

(slightly colder) and b1 (coldest). (see 5.7)
u To set a higher temperature: press the Fridge compart-

ment Up button Fig. 3 (3).
u To set a lower temperature: press the Fridge compart-

ment Down button Fig. 3 (4).
w When pressed once the previously set fridge compart-

ment temperature display value will flash.
u To change the temperature in 1 °F (1 °C) increments:

briefly press the button.

Operation
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u To change the temperature continuously: hold the
button down.

w The value is displayed flashing during the setting oper-
ation.

w The actual temperature is displayed about 5 seconds
after the last press of a button. The temperature slowly
adjusts to the new value.

5.6.3 SuperCool
With SuperCool you switch to the highest cooling
performance to reach lower cooling tempera-
tures. Use SuperCool to rapidly cool large quan-
tities of food.
If SuperCool is on, the fan* may come on. The appliance
works at maximum refrigerating power. The sound of the
refrigeration unit may be temporarily louder as a result.
SuperCool will use more energy than normal operation.
Cooling with SuperCool
u Briefly press the SuperCool button Fig. 3 (6).
w The SuperCool symbol Fig. 3 (7) lights up in the display.
w The cooling temperature drops to the coldest value.

SuperCool is switched on.
w SuperCool switches itself off automatically after 12

hours. The appliance continues to work in normal
energy-saving mode.

To prematurely switch off SuperCool
u Briefly press the SuperCool button Fig. 3 (6).
w The SuperCool symbol Fig. 3 (7) goes out in the display.
w SuperCool is switched off.
5.6.4 Holiday setting
The holiday setting saves energy and stops
smells building up when the refrigerator section
door remains closed for a long time.
The freezer section continues to operate when
the appliance is set to the holiday setting.
Switching the holiday setting on
u Remove all food from the refrigerator and

BioFresh compartment because it will go
off otherwise.

u Press the Holiday button Fig. 3 (5) for 3
seconds.

w The holiday setting is switched on. Ho appears on the
display.

Switching the holiday setting off
u Press the Holiday button Fig. 3 (5).
w The holiday setting is switched off.
w The displays shows the current cooling temperature.

5.6.5 Shelves
Shifting or removing shelves

u Only remove storage shelves when there is nothing on

them.
Extension stops secure the shelves against being acci-
dentally pulled out

You can take out and rotate the egg tray. You can use the
two parts of the egg tray to mark different use-by dates, for
example.

u Use the top part to store e.g. chickens' eggs.
u Use the bottom part to store quails' eggs.

5.7 BioFresh compartment
The BioFresh compartment allows you to store certain
fresh foods for a longer period of time in comparison to
conventional refrigeration systems.
Food with a “use by” date must still be consumed by the
date indicated on the package.
If temperatures drop below 32 °F (0 °C), foods can freeze
solid.
The taste, freshness, and nutritional value (vitamin B and
C groups) of the food are preserved to a large extent. Fruit
and vegetables spoil less quickly and lose less water, and
food remains fresher and more wholesome.
5.7.1 DrySafe
The DrySafe is suitable for storing dry or packaged food
(such as dairy products, meat, fish, and sausage). The
DrySafe provides a relatively dry storage environment.
5.7.2 Fruit & Vegetable-Safe
The humidity level in the Fruit & Vegetable-Safe depends
on the moisture content of the food inside and on how
often the compartment is opened. You can adjust the
humidity yourself.
With the high humidity setting, the Fruit & Vegetable-Safe
is suitable for storing loose-leaf lettuce, vegetables, and
fruit with a high moisture content.

You can store frozen food, make ice cubes and freeze
fresh food in the freezer compartment.
5.8.1 Freezing food
Each drawer can hold max. 55.12 lbs (25 kg) of frozen
food.
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Each plate can hold 77.16 lbs (35 kg) of frozen food.
After the door is closed, a vacuum is created. After closing
the door, wait about 1 minute, then the door is easier to
open.

u Do not use electrical appliances inside the food storage

compartments of the appliance, unless they are of the
type recommended by the manufacturer.

5.8.4 SuperFrost
With this function you can rapidly freeze fresh
food through to the core. The appliance works
with maximum refrigerating performance. The
sound of the refrigeration unit may be temporarily
louder as a result.
Depending on how much fresh food is to be frozen you
must switch SuperFrost on in advance - for a small
amount of food to be frozen, about 6 hours, for the
maximum amount about 24 hours before putting the food
in.
Package the food and place it inside across as wide an
area as possible. Do not bring food that is to be frozen into
contact with products that are already frozen to prevent
these items from starting to thaw.
You do not need to switch SuperFrost on in the following
cases:
- when placing frozen food in the freezer
- when freezing up to about 2 kg of fresh food a day
Freezing with SuperFrost

w The freezing temperature drops and the appliance

operates at its maximum refrigeration power rating.

Producing ice cubes
The production capacity depends on the freezer tempera-
ture. The lower the temperature, the more ice cubes can
be produced in a certain period.
The production capacity is 90- 100 ice cubes in 24 hours
at a freezing temperature of 0 °F (-18 °C).
To have the maximum capacity of approx. 130 ice cubes
in 24 hours, activate the SuperFrost Function. Be aware
that this increases the energy consumption because the
compressor will run constantly.
The ice cubes fall out of the IceMaker into the drawer.
When the ice cubes reach a certain height in the drawer,
no more ice cubes can be produced. The IceMaker will
not fill the drawer to the top.
Evenly distribute the ice cubes in the drawer in order to
increase the filling capacity.
If large quantities of ice cubes are required, the complete
IceMaker drawer can be swapped with the neighboring
drawer.

6 Maintenance
6.1 Defrosting with NoFrost

accelerate the defrosting process, other than those
recommended by the manufacturer.

u Do not use any electrical heating or steam cleaning
equipment, naked flames or defrosting sprays for
defrosting.

u Do not remove ice with sharp objects.
u Do not damage the pipes of the refrigerant circuit.
The NoFrost system defrosts the appliance automatically.
Fridge compartment:
The defrosted water is evaporated by the heat of the
compressor.
u Clean the drain opening regularly so that the defrosted

water can flow away (see 6.2) .
Freezer compartment:
The moisture condenses on the evaporator and is periodi-
cally defrosted and evaporated.
u The appliance does not need to be defrosted manually.
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6.2 Cleaning the appliance
Clean the appliance regularly.

WARNING
Danger of electric shock.
u Unplug refrigerator or disconnect power.

WARNING
Danger of fire
u Do not damage the refrigerant circuit.

WARNING
Risk of injury or damage due to hot steam.
Hot steam can cause scalding/burns and damage to
surfaces.

agent with a neutral pH value.

u Only use food-compatible cleaning and care agents
inside the appliance.

u Empty the appliance.
u Disconnect the power plug.

u Clean the plastic surfaces, outside and inside, by
hand using lukewarm water and a little dish washing
liquid.

u To clean the drain opening:
Remove deposits with a thin
instrument, e.g. a cotton bud.

u Most of the equipment parts can be dismantled for
cleaning: see the respective chapter.

u Clean the drawers by hand using lukewarm water and
a little dish washing liquid.

u Clean the Fruit & Vegetable-Safe cover by hand
using lukewarm water and a little dish washing liquid.

u The remaining fittings are dishwasher suitable.

u Clean the telescopic rails with a damp cloth only. The
grease in the tracks is for lubrication purposes and
should not be removed.

After cleaning:
u Wipe the appliance and accessories dry.
u Connect the appliance and switch it on again.
u Switch on SuperFrost (see 5.8.4) .

When the temperature is sufficiently cold:
u put the food back in the appliance.

Fig. 3 (11), select Ic.

u To confirm: press the SuperFrost button
Fig. 3 (12).

w The IceMaker moves into cleaning position and shuts
off.

u Deactivate setting mode: press the Freezer compart-
ment On/Off button Fig. 3 (8).

-or-
u Wait 2 min.
w The temperature is again displayed on the temperature

display.
u Take out the drawer.
u Clean the ice compartment and drawer with warm

water. If necessary, use a mild dishwashing liquid. Then
rinse.

u Slide the drawer back in.
u Leave the IceMaker switched off in this position.
-or-
NOTICE
Residual dishwashing liquid in the ice tray and drawer.
Nausea or irritation of the mucous membrane.
u Eliminate any residual dishwashing liquid: Throw away

the first three batches of ice cubes.
u Switching on the IceMaker (see 5.8.10) .

On some appliances the door seal is
interchangeable. You can replace it
without the use of any special tools.

u Contact the customer service department (see 6) .

The appliance is
iced up or
condensation is
building.

The door seal may have slipped out
of its groove.

u Check the door seal is well placed in the groove.

8 Putting appliance out of
service
8.1 Vacation Tips
Short vacations: If you will be away for less than four
weeks
u Use all perishables.
u Freeze other items.
u Turn off the refrigerator compartment.
u Turn off the icemaker.
u Shut down the water supply to the icemaker.
Long vacations: If you will be away for a month or more
u Remove all food from the appliance.

u Turn OFF the appliance.
u Clean the appliance (see 6.2) .
u Leave the door open to prevent unpleasant odors.
w This will also keep mold from building up.
u Turn off the icemaker.
u Shut off the water supply to the icemaker.

8.2 Shut off the water intake
NOTICE
Malfunction of the water intake!
If the water intake is shut off during operation but the
IceMaker remains in operation, the water intake pipe may
ice up.
u Switch off the IceMaker if the water supply is inter-

rupted (e.g. holiday).
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8.3 Switching off the appliance
Note
u If the appliance cannot be switched off, the Child Safety

function is still activated (see 5.2) .

8.3.1 Switching the whole appliance off via
the freezer compartment
u Press and hold down the freezer compartment On/Off

button Fig. 3 (8) for approx. 2 seconds.
w A long beep sounds.
w The temperature displays are dark.
w The appliance is switched off.
8.3.2 Switching off the fridge compartment
with Biofresh compartment
Note
Before going on vacation or other prolonged periods of
non-use
u You can switch the refrigerator with BioFresh section

on/off separately.
u Press and hold down the chiller compartment On/Off

button Fig. 3 (1) for approx. 2 seconds.
w The refrigerator compartment temperature display

Fig. 3 (2) is dark.
w Refrigerator compartment and BioFresh section are

switched off.

8.4 Decommissioning
u Empty the appliance.
u Put the IceMaker in the cleaning position (see 6) .
u Switch off the appliance (see 8) .
u Pull out the power plug.
u Clean the appliance (see 6.2) .

u Leave the door open to prevent bad smells.

9 Disposing of the appliance
Follow the local regulations for the disposal of appliances.
Old appliances can be dangerous. Contact the local
refuse collection department for additional information.

DANGER
There is a risk of suffocation.
Children playing can shut themselves in and suffocate.
u Take the door(s) off.
u Remove the drawers.
u Leave the storage shelves in the appliance so that chil-

dren cannot easily climb into the appliance.

WARNING
Danger of electric shock.
u Cut off the plug from the power cord and discard.
u Cut off the power cord from the discarded appliance.

Dispose of separately from the appliance.
Ensure during and after disposal that the appliance isn't
stored in the vicinity of gasoline or other flammable vapors
and liquids.
When disposing of the appliance, ensure that the refriger-
ation circuit is not damaged to prevent uncontrolled
escape of the refrigerant it contains (data on type plate)
and oil.
