30 days, either party may proceed to file a claim for arbitration.

Agreement to Binding Arbitration and Class Action Waiver. Upon failure to resolve the
dispute during the 30 day period after sending written notice to LG, you and LG agree to
resolve any claims between us only by binding arbitration on an individual basis, unless you opt
out as provided below. Any dispute between you and LG shall not be combined or consolidated
with a dispute involving any other person's or entity's product or claim. More specifically,
without limitation of the foregoing, any dispute between you and LG shall not under any
circumstances proceed as part of a class or representative action.

If you prevail in the arbitration, LG will pay your attorneys'
fees and expenses as long as they are reasonable, by considering factors including, but not
limited to, the purchase amount and claim amount. Notwithstanding the foregoing, if applicable
law allows for an award of reasonable attorneys' fees and expenses, an arbitrator can award
them to the same extent that a court would.
