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1.2 Unpacking, moving and
positioning the range

It is recommended that the grates, the
griddle plate and burner heads, burner
caps, front kick panel and oven racks be
removed to facilitate handling. This will

* legs should be installed near to where

the appliance will be used as they are
not secure for long fransit. Keep the unit
raised so that the legs can be screwed
info their couplings, then lower the range
gently to prevent the legs and mounting
hardware from being subject to any
undue strain. Instead of tilting the unit, it is
recommended that a pallet or lift jack be
used.

* After making the electrical connection,

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1.3 Electrical connection

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Installing the anti-tip bracket

1. Ensure that the electrical connection is in
the correct position.

2. Assemble the bracket.

3. Align the base of the hook of the bracket
with the base on the slot of the rear wall
fastening bracket. Align the base of the
fastening bracket with the floor and
fighten the screws to fix the
measurements.
