TOOLS REQUIRED

1. Install provided connector bolt in previous foot locations & remove rear panels & fasteners .
Tip - If working with an already assembled cabinet, remove and replace leveler feet one at a time. 

2. MARK WALL LOCATION
A. WOOD CONSTRUCTION - Using a stud finder, mark the locations of 
the studs in the area to be covered by the cabinet. It may be necessary to shift the cabinet 
slightly left or right to avoid the mounting brackets being obstructed by the vertical 
framework of the cabinet.

Note: It is not important that the brackets are located in the same relative location in each 
bay. As long as a bracket is located at least 16” on center sufficient capacity will be met.

B. MASONRY CONSTRUCTION - Mark the wall 2” inward from each post
