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SIZE OF MATTRESS

The length and width of the triple bunk mattress are as follow:

Length Width Thickness
Upper bunk 74"- 75" 5212 - 5312 6" Maximum
Middle bunk 74"- 75" 521/2" - 531/2" 6" Maximum
Lower bunk 74'- 75" 521/2" - 531/2" 6" Maximum

Ensure thickness of mattress does not exceed 6" and there must be at least 5" from
mattress sleeping surface to top edge of guardrail.

Follow the information on the warnings appearing on the upper bunk and middle bunk

end structure and on the carton. Do not remove the warning label from bed.

Always use the recommended size mattress or mattress support or both to help

prevent the likelihood of entrapment or falls.

Use of a night light may provide added safety precaution for a child using upper or middle bunk.
Always use guardrails on both long sides of the upper or middle bunk. if the bunk bed will be
placed next to the wall, the guardrail that runs the full length of the bed should be

placed against the wall to prevent entrapment between the bed and wall.

The use of water or sleep flotation mattress is prohibited.
