Setting up your adjustable base

1 Lift the folded adjustable base
out of the box, place it on a flat
floor and unfold it.

NOTE: Hold the edge of the
base when unfolding it. Do not
hold the metal frames to avoid
potential injury.

2 Remove any accessory boxes from inside the frame. Remove
the legs, retainer bracket, and power supply attached to the

base.

NOTE: Take note of the other orange zip ties holding the
frame near the head and foot section of the base. You will
cut these ties later in the setup.

Zip ties on the head and foot sections of the base

If you are installing the adjustable base on a platform
or slatpack bedding system, do not install the legs.
Proceed to step 4.

3 Attach the bed legs to the adjustabled base by threading
them in a clockwise direction into the pre-drilled holes on
the frame.

NOTES:

«  The bed legs come assembled as one whole leg with the
option of removable leg extenders.

«  Tighten the bed legs. After using the base for a period
of time or when the base wobbles unsteadily, check the
legs and tighten them again if necessary.

4 Remove and extend the power cord from the frame.

If you are installing your adjustable base on a platform or
slatpack bedding system, apply anti-skid pads to the frame first.
See "Applying anti-skid pads for platform bed use" on page 10.

5 Lift one side of the base and then turn it over carefully so the top side is now facing up.

NOTES:

« Do not lift the bed from the head deck to avoid damage to the adjustable base.

«  When turning the base over, hold the frame and not the edges of the base to avoid any damage.
- Ifyouinstalled bed legs, do not rest the base on its side so the weight may not damage the legs.

6 From under the head and foot sections of the base, cut and remove the orange zip ties holding the frame.

NOTES:

«  Cut these zip ties only AFTER the adjustable base is turned over on its legs or placed on a platform bed with
the top side facing up.

«  Thezip ties on the head and foot sections of the bed are easily accessible for cutting.

Setting up the electronics

1 Plug the power cord into a working electrical outlet.

2 Install batteries in the remote control. Try all functions on the 1
remote to make sure all features are operational.

NOTE: If the base does not work, see the Troubleshooting
section of this manual.

3 Return base to flat position before continuing with the
installation.

NOTE: Make sure your base is in a flat position before using it.
Press and hold the FLAT button on the remote control after
plugging in the power cord.

Attaching the mattress retainer bar

1 Align the open ends of the retainer bar with the
"loop" retainer anchors at the foot of the bed.

2 Slide the retainer bar into the anchors and let the
ends glide into the loop.

If the adjustable base is set up without a headboard, place your
mattress on the adjustable base surface. Your adjustable base

installation is now complete.

If a headboard is to be installed, see “Assembling the headboard
bracket.”

Installing the bed leg strap (optional)

To help prevent base separation when using two adjustable bases
together, use the bed leg straps.

1 Wrap the bed legs together tightly using the bed leg straps
(front leg to front leg and back leg to back leg).

2 Fasten the straps to prevent movement & maintain stability.

Make sure power cords do
not obstruct any adjustable
base mechanisms.

Applying anti-skid pads for platform use

Your adjustable base is also created for platform or slatpack bed systems. Before installing on a platform or slat pack bed,
apply anti-skid pads under the adjustable base to keep it in place.

1 Turn your adjustable base on its side and then locate
the areas near the center brackets and corner brackets
of the frame.

NOTE: For safety reasons, lifting of the adjustable base
must always be performed by two (2) people.

2 Take the anti-skid pads and remove them from the
adheS|ve baCke r. The anti-skid pads are packed and stapled
to the back of the adjustable bed.

NOTE: The anti-skid pads are packed and stapled to the
back of the adjustable bed. Make sure to remove the
pads after taking the bed out of the shipping carton.

3 Apply the anti-skid pads on each of the identified areas
near the center and corner brackets as shown.

IMPORTANT! |\

«  Make sure to align the anti-skid pads so that they * —
will rest on one of the slats under the power base.
If your bed system is a solid deck surface, there is
no need to align the pads to a slat. \
For the areas near the center brackets, you may \ \
apply the anti-skid pads to either side of the center
bracket. Make sure to align them with the slats. \

4 After applying all the anti-skid pads under the power
base, carefully place the power base onto the platform
or slats.

5 To continue setting up the other parts of your
adjustable base, go back to page 8.

CHILD LOCK - Press and hold the LEFT and RIGHT buttons at the same time until the Child Lock sign
lights up on the display to lock the remote control keys. Press and hold the LEFT and RIGHT buttons
again to unlock the keys.

Pairing your remote control to your adjustable bed

Your adjustable bed is already paired to your remote control at the factory. Manual pairing is only needed for
replacement remote controls.

NOTE: For the pairing to be successful, make sure the distance between the control box and the remote control is not
more than 2 meters.

1 Unplug the power cord from the electrical outlet. If installed,
remove the two (2) 9V alkaline batteries intended for back-
up battery power.

2 Plug the power cord back to a working electrical outlet. The
LED light on the control box turns blue and the control box
is in remote pairing mode for 10 seconds.

3 Onyour remote control, press and hold the UP and DOWN
buttons at the same time.

The screen displays "PAIRING IN PROGRESS" and the remote
control enters pairing mode. If pairing is successful, the
screen displays "PAIRING SUCCEEDED!" If pairing failed, the
screen displays "PAIRING FAILED."

Synchronizing two beds for tandem operation

To operate two adjustable beds simultaneously, you must connect both beds using a sync cable.

1 Plug both Bed A and Bed B to working electrical outlets.

2 Press the FLAT button on Remote A and Remote B to align
the beds properly in a flat position.

3 Plugone end of the sync cable to the control box on Bed A.
Insert it into the port labeled "SYNC".

4 Plug the other end of the sync cable to the control box on Bed
B. Insert it into the port labeled "SYNC".

Beds A and B can now be controlled by both remotes
individually. Only one remote control works at any given
time.

NOTE: When operating beds in tandem, both beds should
be plugged into a working electrical outlet.

1 Locate and remove the cover on the 9V battery compartment in
the power supply unit.

2 Install two (2) alkaline 9V batteries (not included with the
adjustable bed). Replace the battery cover.

3 When the 9V batteries are installed and a power failure occurs,
press the FLAT button on the remote control for the bed to
return to a flat position.

NOTE: The 9V batteries are for single use only. After lowering
the adjustable bed once during a power failure, replace with a
new set of batteries.

Using the mounted USB ports

The convenient USB ports located at the side of your adjustable
base provide easy access for charging today's tech devices.

Finding a lost or misplaced remote control

Your adjustable base is equipped with a feature that helps you locate your remote control when you lose or
misplace it.

1 Press the USB button located on the side of your adjustable base.

The remote control backlights flash, the screen wakes, and the control
box issues a long buzzing sound.

2 When you have found your remote control, press any button to turn off
the sound from the control box.

NOTE: Pressing the USB button for a long time also moves the
adjustable base into a flat position.

Troubleshooting

In the event the adjustable base fails to operate, investigate the symptoms and possible solutions below.

SYMPTOM

The adjustable base is squeaking.

Split or tandem system is out of sync. Only one
of the two adjustable base raises or both bases
raise but one side is higher than the other.

Massage motors seem excessively loud
during operation.

SOLUTIONS

1. Remove or loosen any pin, nut, bolt, or screw one at a time.

2. Lubricate pins, nuts, bolts, or screws by applying the grease
with a cotton swab. Using a lithium or spray lubricant is
recommended. (Lubrication can be obtained by contacting our
Customer Care Center).

3. When placing the lubricated pin, nut, bolt, or screw back onto
the adjustable base, make sure there is a looser tightening on
the nut.

4. Additional solution: After completing these steps, spray the pins,
nuts, bolts, and screw with a lubricant.

Reset the system and then sync one remote to both adjustable bases
again.

e Hard surface flooring may cause added vibration. To
correct, place carpet pieces or rubber furniture cups under
each leg or caster of the base.

e Elevate the head or foot section a short distance
(using the remote control) to realign the lift/lower
mechanisms with the bed support platform.
