1. Uninstall the 7" (17.8 cm) round vent mounting plate (A) located over
the vent knockouts.

2. Remove both top knockouts (C and D).

3. Place the round transition over the removed vent knockouts and place
the screws again.

Mounting the Hood

1. Using 2 or more people, lift the hood into final position. Feed enough
electrical wire through the 2" UL listed or CSA approved strain relief to
make connections in the terminal box. Tighten the strain relief screws.

2. Position the range hood so that the large end of the keyhole slots are
over the mounting screws. Then push the hood toward the wall so
that the screws are in the neck of the slots. Install the .5 cm x 4.5 cm
mounting screws in drywall anchors.

3. Tighten the mounting screws, making sure the screws are in the
narrow neck of slots.
4. Tighten the security screws to the wall.

5. For direct wire installations, run the home power supply cable
according to the National Electric Code or CSA standards and local
codes and ordinances. There must be enough wiring from the fused
disconnect (or circuit breaker) box to make the connection in the
range hood electrical terminal box.

NOTE
Do not reconnect power until the installation is complete.

OPTIONAL: If you prefer, bend the rear tabs against the rear of the range
hood and attach to the wall using #8-18 x %" (4.2 x 16 mm) truss-head
SCrews.

Connect Vent System

1. Connect the vent work to the range hood.
2. Seal joints with vent clamps or duct tape to make secure and airtight.
3. Check that the backdraft dampers work properly.

If the range hood does not operate:
¢ Confirm that the circuit breaker is not tripped or the house fuse blown.

* Disconnect the power supply, and then check if the wiring is correct.

Cleaning

Exterior surfaces:

To avoid damage to the exterior surface, do not use steel wool or soap-
filled scouring pads. Do not use chlorine based cleaners. Rub in the
direction of the grain line to avoid scratching the surface.

* For a thorough cleaning, use Stainless Steel Cleaner and Polish.

* For everyday cleaning, use a mild liquid detergent and water. Dry
thoroughly.

¢ For a quick cleaning, wipe with a damp soft cloth or nonabrasive
sponge, then rinse with clean water and wipe dry.

NOTE

Always wipe dry to avoid water marks.

Metal Grease Filter

For vented installations:
*  Wash the metal filter as needed in a dishwasher or hot detergent
solution.

* If needed replace the metal grease filter.

* When washed in a dishwasher, the grease filter may discolor slightly,
but this does not affect its filtering capacity.

To replace metal grease filter:

1. Remove the filter by pulling the latch toward the back of the range
hood and using a Torx T10 adapter, remove the screw from the filter
retainer, replace the filter and place the screw back.

Metal grease filter is not included in the product,so please purchase it

through the service center below if necessary. (Code Number: XXXXXX).

Charcoal Filter

For non-vented (recirculating) installations:

The charcoal filter is not washable. It should last up to 6 months with
normal use. Dispose of old charcoal filter.

To replace charcoal filter:
1. Remove the metal grease filter from the range hood. See “Metal
Grease Filter” in this section.

2. Bend the spring clips away from the metal grease filter.

3. Replace the charcoal filter into the top side of metal filter.

4. Insert the metal grease filter back into the range hood.
5. Place again the screw from the filter retainer.
