OPTIONAL - UNDER SINK INSTALLATION

UNDER SINK REQUIREMENTS AND DIMENSIONS

Under sink installation requires a base for the dishwasher drawer to rest on and be mounted
to. It also requires side walls to be mounted to and a top filler face board of 10-1/4“ Min. The
base height can match your toekick height. If that is less than 6-1/16”, the 10-1/4 “ filler face
board will need to be increased by the same amount.

For example, if your toekick is a standard 4” height, the base would be built to 4” tall and

to the face of the toekick. Then the filler face board would be 12-5/16”. This lowers the
dishwasher drawer slightly, but this would be a simple installation.

m The rough cabinet opening must be at least 24” deep, 24” wide and approx. 34-1/4” £ 1/4” height.
m This dishwasher fits under a special sink with a depth of 6” or less in a 1-1/2” countertop.

m The dishwasher must be installed so that drain hose is no more than 10’ in length for
proper drainage.
m The dishwasher must be fully enclosed on the top, sides and back, and must not support any
part of the enclosure.
m The back wall should be free of pipes or wires.

UNDER SINK UTILITY CONNECTIONS

m Sink faucet hot and cold water lines and the sink drain line must run above and adjacent to
the dishwasher, not behind it. Refer to Areas A and C in Figure A on page 3 and Figure F1
below. This is necessary to provide clearance for the dishwasher when it is installed in the
cabinet. Ultility lines routed directly behind the dishwasher will interfere with placement of
the dishwasher in the cabinet and cause it to extend beyond the adjacent cabinets.

TROUBLESHOOTING

m Excessive water remaining above the filter plate, after the rinse cycle. (This is displayed as an A3 fault. See Owner’s Manual, “How to attend to a fault”.)

Check for a kinked drain hose, blocked or incorrectly drilled out waste connection, highloop not properly installed, drain hose not routed correctly or spray arms not in place.
m No water supply. (This is displayed as an A1 fault. See Owner’s Manual, “How to attend to a fault”.)

Check water is connected and turned on.

m The dishwasher is beeping continuously
There is a fault. See Owner’s Manual, “How to attend to a fault” for further information and instructions.

m No program indicator lights up when the drawer is opened
Ensure power is connected and is switched on. If it is and still no indicator lights up, see the “Preference Options” section of the Quick Start Guide.
An option called ‘Open drawer auto power-on’ may need to be turned on.
m Water around water supply and drainage connections
Check connections, existing plumbing and hoses for leaks. Check rubber washer and hose clamp are correctly fitted.
m If product is tipping
Ensure the product is secured to the cabinetry.
m If front panels are misaligned
Check and re-level product. Check the cabinetry is square. For Integrated models, check and adjust front panel alignment if necessary.

m Drawer doesn’t close properly
Ensure nothing is obstructing the drawer from closing properly such as hoses or drawer latches.

m [f a problem occurs, consult the ‘“Troubleshooting’ section of the User guide.

] Check all parts are installed.

[] Ensure that all panels and parts are secure and final electrical tests have been
conducted in accordance with local electrical regulations.

[] Ensure product is level, securely fastened to the cabinetry and opens and
closes freely. The drawer must be free to fully close with no resistance from the
cabinetry.

[] Ensure inlet hose to water supply has supplied rubber washer fitted and that it
is tightened a further half turn after seal contact.

[] Ensure any knockouts or plugs in drain connection have been drilled out and
drain connection has been made.

[] The drain hose joiner must not support the weight of excess hose material.
Keep drain hose as fully extended as possible to prevent sagging. Any excess
length of drain hose should be kept on the dishwasher side of the highloop.

[] If connecting the drain hose to the sink trap, ensure the highloop is a minimum
6” (150 mm) higher than the drain hose joiner.

[] Ensure any packaging or tape securing the racks or spray arms is removed
from the drawer.

[] Water softener models only: adjust the water softener setting from the default
setting to suit the water hardness of the area. See the Quick Start Guide and
section “Water softener” in the Owner’s Manual.

] Turn on the power and water supplies, then open the drawer. You should hear a
beep and see a program indicator light up on the internal control panel.

[] Check the spray arms are in place, mounted correctly and free to rotate, by
physically rotating by hand.
