When you first set up your TV using Plug & Play, the TV memorized the
channels that were available over the air or through your cable system and
added them to the Channel List. The Antenna and Auto Program functions
described below let you re-run the channel memorization function without
having to re-run the Plug & Play procedure.

Antenna (Air / Cable)

Before your television can memorize the available channels, you must
select your TV's signal source, Air (using an antenna) or Cable. Select Menu >
Channel > Antenna > Air or Cable. After you have selected the signal source,
go on to the Auto Program function.
