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For proper operation of a gas appliance, the air necessary for the combustion 
of the gas must be able to flow into the room naturally. 

The air must flow into the room directly through openings in the outside 
walls. These openings must have an unobstructed cross-section not less 
than 1.18CFM or 2m3/h for each kw of power (see total power in kw on the 
appliance nameplate).

This opening must be constructed so that it will not be obstructed from inside 
or outside, or constructed close to the floor. The opening is recommended to 
be on the side opposite to that on which the flue gases are discharged.

If it is not feasible to provide these openings in the room where the appliance 
is installed, the necessary air may be taken from an adjacent room, provided 
that:

• This room is not a bedroom or a hazardous environment;

• This room has ventilation;

• The ventilation between the room where the appliance is installed and the 
adjacent room have openings.

Installation Premises

INSTALLATION

This appliance must only be installed and used in rooms with permanent 
ventilation to local standards.

Installation of the appliance and its connection to the electrical mains 
must only be carried out by QUALIFIED PROFESSIONALS.

Before installation, it is important to check that the appliance is 
DISCONNECTED from the electrical main service terminal. KRUGER™ 
declines all responsibility for any damages arising from installation in 
breach of the regulations in force or from failure to comply with the 
accident prevention regulations.

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Mounting Brackets

1. Measure the total width of the space where 
the hood will be and divide it by half.

2. Draw a vertical line from the cooking surface 
to the ceiling. This will be the center line of 
which the hood will be mounted according 
to.

3. Draw a horizontal line at minimum 25 ½” 
above an electric element cook top, or 
minimum 30 ½” above a gas cooking 
surface.

4. Place the upper chimney mounting brackets 
on the wall approximately ¾” from the 
ceiling.

5. Mark the wall where the center holes of the 
brackets are.

6. Place the hood mounting bracket on the wall 
aligning the central notches to the vertical 
reference line.

7. Mark the wall at the center of the holes in 
the bracket.

8. Attach the brackets to the wall using the 
mounting screws and drywall anchors if 
applicable.
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Mounting the hood will require at least two people.

1. Raise the hood onto the body onto the hood mounting brackets.

2. Align the hood onto the mounting brackets. Gently lower the hood until it 
securely engages the bracket.

3. Attach the backdraft damper flaps to the exhaust outlet at the top of the 
unit.

4. Be sure that the damper is firmly attached while the flaps can still move 
freely.

5. Attach ductwork to the unit with screws that are included on the two sides 
of the exhaust outlet.

1. Decide the pathway of the ductwork connecting the ventilation unit to the 
exterior of the house.

2. The shorter and straighter the ductwork, the better the unit will perform.

3. Longer runs, elbows, transitions and other modifications will reduce the 
performance of the hood. Larger diameter ducts may be required for 
optimal performance with longer ducts.

4. Attach an adequate length of 6” diameter duct to the exhaust outlet of the 
unit.

5. Do not exhaust into a shaft, flute, or pipeline that is being used to exhaust 
fumes from other appliances burning gas or other fuels.

6. Install a roof or wall cap on the exterior of the house. Connect round 
metal ductwork to cap and work backwards toward the hood’s location. 
Use duct tape to seal the joints between sections. And secure with metal 
screws if needed.

Mounting The Hood

Connecting the Ductwork
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Carefully remove the blue coloured plastic protective film prior to final 
installation.

1. Electrical wiring must be done by a qualified professional in accordance 
with all applicable codes and standards. Turn off electrical power at 
service panel before wiring.

2. Do not extend the cord with an extension cord or splitter that is not 
supplied with the hood.

3. Grounding of this product is compulsory. Do NOT remove ground prong of 
the plug.

Electrical Connection

1. Attach the inner telescopic chimney sleeve on to the top wall bracket. It 
can be secured with two screws (included) from both sides.

2. Attach the outer telescopic chimney sleeve onto the top of the unit.

3. Secure the outer telescopic chimney sleeve with two 4 x 8mm screws.

4. Extend the inner telescopic chimney sleeve and secure it to the top 
bracket on the wall with two 4 x 8mm screws.

Telescopic Chimney

The hood is operated using five push-buttons located at eye-level on the right 
hand corner or middle of the hood.

The Power button stops all motor operations.

The Low button will power the motor at low speed.

The Med button will power the motor at moderate speed.

The High button will power the motor at its maximum speed.

Push the Lights button and the two lights will come on. Push it again 
and the lights will turn off.

OPERATION
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The range hood includes lighting provided by two 4 Volt 
2.5W LED light fixtures.

LIGHTING

Always switch off the electrical supply before carrying out any 
operation or maintenance on the appliance.

Wait for the light fixture to cool before touching. LEDs can remain hot 
for some time after turning off.

1. Remove the mesh filter and locate the locking spring of the light.

2. Push the spring and the light can be removed. 

3. Change the light as with an identical 4 Volt, 2.5 Watt LED light.

MESH FILTER

The mesh filter should be cleaned frequently; minimum every two months, 
or more for frequent to heavy use.

1. Remove the grease filters individually by pulling on the latch. This will 
disengage the filter from the hood. Tilt the filter downward and remove.

2. Wash the filters, taking care not to bend them. Allow them to dry 
completely before reinserting.

3. When inserting the filters, make sure that the latch handle is visible from 
the outside.

4. Align the rear of the filter tabs with the slots in the crease. Pull out the 
latch, push filter into position and release.

5. Make sure the filter is securely engaged after assembly.
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Wash enameled and stainless steel parts with lukewarm water and detergent. 
Do not use abrasive products which might damage them.

Hot water with liquid soap can remove most stains easily. Always rinse the 
surface with clean water and wipe dry with a soft clean cloth to prevent water 
marks.

For tougher stains, use ordinary non-abrasive detergents or stainless steel 
polishing powder with a little water. 

For stubborn grimes and deposits, use a scouring pad or soft bristle brush 
along with a stainless steel cleaner and water. Always rub in the direction of 
the polished lines, or “grain” of the stainless steel finish. Avoid using too much 
pressure as it may mar the surface. We strongly advise you against using acids 
for cleaning.

Do not allow deposits to remain for long periods of time. Do not use ordinary 
steel wool or steel brushes to clean the range hood.

Do not allow salt solutions, disinfectants, bleaches, or cleaning compounds 
to remain in contact with the stainless steel surface for prolonged periods of 
time. Many of these compounds contain chemicals that can be harmful to the 
stainless steel finish. Always rinse with water after every cleaning and wipe dry 
with a clean cloth.

General Cleaning

Before cleaning or servicing your appliance, disconnect it from the 
electrical service panel and allow it to cool down.

!

CLEANING & MAINTENANCE

Stainless steel is one of the easiest materials to keep clean. Occasional care 
will help preserve its fine appearance for years to come.
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Before leaving the factory, this appliance was tested and adjusted by qualified 
professional technicians to give the best operating results. Any subsequent 
necessary repairs or adjustments must be carried out with the greatest care 
and attention.

For this reason, we strongly advise you always to contact the dealer who 
sold you the appliance or our nearest service centre, specifying the nature of 
the problem, the model of the equipment (Mod.), the product number (Prod. 
No.) and the serial number (Ser. No.). These can be found on a sticker placed 
underneath the cooktop. Always request the use of original spare parts.

Service & Parts

You new appliance is covered by a warranty. The warranty conditions are 
provided in full at the back of this manual.

Keep the receipt or delivery note, either of which documents your purchase of 
the appliance and provides proof of date of purchase, in a safe place together 
with this manual.

In the event that a technician is required to visit your home, show these 
documents to the technician prior to the inspection and subsequent repairs. 
If this procedure is not followed, KRÜGER™ will have no option but to charge 
for any repairs.

Warranty Conditions

Have the condition and efficiency of the motor and the structure of the duct 
work checked periodically. If anomalies are found, do not attempt to repair, but 
have the faulty part replaced completely.

To ensure good performance and safety, the motor must be inspected 
periodically.

Routine Maintenance

Periodic lubrication of the motor must only be carried out by qualified 
personnel, who must also be contacted if the appliance malfunctions.
