Unit is intended for indoor residential use only. If you should have questions,
contact the manufacturer at the address or telephone number listed in the
warranty.

In case the unit should need to be cleaned or repaired, switch power off at
service panel and lock service disconnecting means to prevent power from
being switched on accidentally. When the service disconnecting means cannot
be locked, securely fasten a prominent warning device, such as a tag, to the
service panel.

Installation work and electrical wiring must be done by a qualified technician in
accordance with all applicable codes and standards, including fire-rated
construction.

Sufficient air is needed for proper combustion and exhausting of gases
through the flue (chimney) of fuel burning equipment to prevent back drafting.
Follow the heating equipment manufacturer’s guideline and safety standards
such as those published by the National Fire Protection Association (NFPA),
and the American Society of Heating, Refrigeration and Air Conditioning
Engineers (ASHRAE), and the local code authorities.

Because the unit is made of stainless steel, it may contain sharp edges. Be
careful to avoid cuts and abrasions by wearing protective gloves during
installation and cleaning.

Before you begin to cut or drill into the wall, verify that there is no electrical
wiring or any other hidden electrical components.

Ducted fans must always be vented to the outdoors.

The unit must be properly grounded and installed at the recommended height
before beginning operation.

To reduce the risk of fire, use only metal ductwork.

Depending on amount of usage, clean ventilating fans and filters frequently.
Grease should not be allowed to accumulate on fan or filter. For instructions
on the how to clean, see maintenance page.

Never leave surface units unattended at high settings. Boil-overs may cause
smoking and greasy spillovers may ignite as result. Heat oils slowly on low or
medium settings.

Use proper pan size. Always use cookware appropriate for the size of the

surface element.

1. BEFORE YOU START
*BE SURE YOUR UNIT WILL FIT YOUR CEILING HEIGHT**

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Be sure you have all the content of your purchase and required tools for
this installation.

Installation may take at least 1 to 2 hours from start to finish.

Plan to use as few elbows or turns as possible for more efficient air flow.
Collar size may need to be increased if utilizing a long duct run.

At least 12" of vertical duct is required before any turn.

Do not try to install this unit by yourself, SERIOUS INJURY MAY OCCUR.
At least two people are needed for installation.

Hiring a certified installer and electrician is recommended.

Determine the exact location you where want to install the range hood.
Distance between cooktop and range hood should be between 27”-33".
Range hood should be mounted at stated measurements to ensure
performance and lifespan of electrical components.

Correctly measure the dimension needed to install the unit.

Inspect for any sign of defect or damage. (ie. scratches, dents, loose
seams, etc.)

Power up the unit to make sure it is working properly.

Use Fig. 1a and 1bon page 5 for measurements



INSTALLATION

INSTALLATION
1. WALL MOUNT INSTALLATION

a. Make sure all preparation steps are completed.

b. Determine your ceiling height to see if you need an extension.

i. Hood unit height = 4”

ii. Duct cover height = 18-3/4” (lower) + 18-3/4” (upper)

iii. Minimumheight (duct cover only) = 18-3/4”

iv. Maximum height (duct cover only) = 36”

v. (OPTIONAL) Extension DC Minimum height = 46-3/4”

vi. (OPTIONAL) Extension DC Maximum height = 64”
Determine the location you want to install the range hood.(Fig. 2a)
Prepare back wall frame with cross wood support.
Mount the unit onto wall with mounting screws (not included)
Adjust the duct cover mounting bracket to your desired height.
Use a spirit level to ensure the balance of the hood is true.
(OPTIONAL) Use the conversion collar for 7” ducting.

Connect a 6” or 7” ducting to the collar of the hood.
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j- Connect the exhaust piping to the outlet of the unit. (Fig. 2b)
k. Finish off by sealing the connection point with aluminum tape.
I.  Slide the duct cover into the unit and adjust its height. (Fig. 2c)

m. Secure it with the (6) duct cover screws provided. (Fig. 2d)

2. EXTENSION DUCT COVER INSTALLATION

a. Replace the original inner duct cover piece with the extension.
b. Determine the desired height to mount the duct cover.
c. REPEAT “STEP F — M”from WALL MOUNT INSTALLATION.

3. COLD WEATHER INSTALLATION (OPTIONAL)

a.
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Check with your local building codes to see if a CFM reducer is an
acceptable alternative to make-up air.

Remove the WS-28TB CFMR (CFM Reducer) and inspect for any sign of
defect or damage. (ie. Cracks, broken flips)

AFTER COMPLETING Step A — G of WALL MOUNT INSTALLATION
Place the CFM reducer onto the outlet of the unit and seal the connection
point with aluminum tape. (Be sure it is secure with no opening or gaps)
Connect a 6” or 7” ducting to the collar of the hood.

Connect the exhaust piping to the outlet of the unit. (Fig. 2b)

Finish off by sealing the connection point with aluminum tape.

Slide the duct cover into the unit and adjust its height. (Fig. 2c)

Secure it with the (6) duct cover screws provided. (Fig. 2d)

4. DUCTLESS INSTALLATION (OPTIONAL)
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AFTER COMPLETING Step A — G of WALL MOUNT INSTALLATION
Remove the WS-28TBDK (ductless kit) and inspect for any sign of defect
or damage. (ie. dents, broken inlet)

Mount the ductless kit at the top of the ceiling using the screws provided.
Make sure the duct cover vent opening aligns with the air diverter.
Connect a 6” or 7” ducting to the collar of the hood.

Connect the exhaust pipe to the outlet of the unit. (Fig. 2b)

Connect the exhaust pipe to the air diverter collar.

REPEAT “STEP K — M” from WALL MOUNT INSTALLATION.

ACheck to make sure all power sources are disconnected

before servicing or taking unit apart for cleaning.

APlease thoroughly clean the unit weekly as stainless steel can

rust under certain condition or by improper cleaning.

1. RANGE HOOD

a. Use household cleaner to remove grease or dirt from the outer shell of the
unit. Spray on wiping cloth or spongeand wipe in the direction of the grain
to avoid scratching the unit. (DO NOT SPRAY DIRECTLY ONTO UNIT)

b. Clean the inner working of the unit periodically to avoid grease build-up.
Do not open control switch panel while the hood is connected to power.

Use stainless steel cleaner to bring back the luster of the unit.

2. BAFFLE FILTERS

Remove baffle filters from unit and place in warm soapy water.
Clean the baffle filters regularly to maintain efficient suction power.
Do not drop baffle filters.

Let it soak thoroughly and then clean it with a wiping cloth or sponge.
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Baffle filters may also be cleaned using residential dishwasher.
