Light Bulb

Trouble Shooting

When any problems occur, unplug the hood from the
electrical outlet and contact Euro-Parts or an authorized
servicer in order to avoid an accident.

Fan does not turn on (but light turns on).

This is probably due to either a defective fan switch or a
burned-out fan motor. Use an OHM meter to determine
which componentis not working.

|f the OHM meter reads that the fan switch has 0 x OHM of
resistance, then it is the motor that needs to be replaced. If it
reads anything other than zero, then the switch must be
replaced.

Please contact Euro-Parts or an authorized servicer to fix this
problem.

Light does not turn on (but fan turns on).

This could be because the lamp has burned out. Here the
replacing process:

1.Remove the filters




2. Remove the light board screws

3. Take down the light board

4. Remove the small stand from
the light board

Rangehood does not turn on.
Check for a tripped circuit breaker or a blown fuse.

Note: All work must be done by a qualified licensed technician.
