B. Slide Rack Mount Rail into position with the Flat Nuts  

 sliding into the channel as shown. After bracket is in 

 position tighten all screws with hex key.

C. Snap door onto hinge bases align top and 

 bottom gap and tighten.

1 Remove Top Bolts

2 Attach Extension Post   
A. Screw threaded studs into the ends 

of the posts. Tighten with hex key.
Stick felt pads to underside of post, 
this will prevent marring the surface
of the top shelf.

B. Screw the posts into the base unit. 
Be sure to square the post with the 
shelf. Do not over tighten.
