If leaks are
found, turn power off power supply and correct plumbing as necessary.

FILLING THE RINSE AID DISPENSER

Your dishwasher is designed to use a liquid rinse aid. The use of rinse aid greatly
improves drying performance after the final rinse. Do not use a solid or bar-type

rinse aid. Under normal conditions, the rinse aid will last approximately one month.

USING RINSE AID

Rinse aid greatly improves drying and reduces water spots and filming. Without rinse
aid, your dishes and dishwasher interior will have excessive moisture.
