2) Always turn hood ON when cooking. 

3) Use high settings on cooking range ONLY when necessary. 

4) Do not leave cooking range unattended when cooking.

Preparation before Installation 

NOTE: TO AVOID DAMAGE TO YOUR HOOD, 

PREVENT DEBRIS FROM ENTERING THE 

VENT OPENTION. 

- Decide the location of the venting pipe from the hood 

to the outside.  (Figure 1) 

- A straight, short vent run will allow the hood to 

perform more efficiently. 

- Try to avoid as many transitions, elbows, and long 

run as possible.  This may reduce the performance 

of the hood. 

- Temporarily wire the hood to test for proper 

operation before installing.  If the hood does not 

operate, check the circuit breaker or house fuse.  If 

the hood is still not working, disconnect power 

supply and check the continuity of all wire 

connections. 

- Peel protective film off the hood (if any). 

- Use duct tape to seal joints between pipe sections. 

- Make sure the cabinet has full access opening for 

the hood as shown on Figure 2. 

- Using reference on Page 16 to measurement and 

create access opening for electrical wire and 

exhaust under the cabinet. 

 

Hood Installation 

 CAUTION: Do not use an electric screwdriver.  

Use hand tools only.  Do not over tighten screws 

as this may cause damage to the hood.  

 CAUTION:  If moving the cooking range is 

necessary to install the hood, turn off the power 

in an electric range at the main electrical box.  

SHUT OFF THE GAS BEFORE MOVING A GAS

1. Using references on TABLE 1 and measurements 

on page 16 mark the leveling point for hood-

mounting bracket inside the cabinet. 

2. Secure two hood mounting screws (provided) 

inside the cabinet leaving 1/8” away from the 

cabinet as shown on Figure 3. 

3. Loosen hood-mounting brackets at the back of the 

hood, adjust brackets and tighten screws as 

shown in Figure 4. 

4. Refer to Figure 5.  Align hood-mounting bracket to 

the mounting screws inside the cabinet and hook 

hood into place.  Secure and tighten the mounting 

screws.

- Loosen hood-mounting brackets at the back of 

the hood, adjust brackets and tighten screws as 

shown in Figure 11. 

3. Align hood-mounting bracket to the two screws on 

the wall and hook hood into place.  Tighten screws 

to secure hood to the wall.

Bracket {G}.  Use reference E from TABLE 2 

and measurements on page 16-17.  Attach and 

secure Duct Cover-Mounting Bracket {G} with 

two screws (provided).  Refer to Figure 12. 

NOTE: Inner duct cover will cover the Duct 

Cover-Mounting Bracket. 

8. Position the entire duct cover up onto the hood. 

9. Secure the inner duct cover with two (3/16” x 

3/8”) screws {I} to the Duct Cover-Mounting 

Bracket {G}.  Shown in Figure 13. 

10. Secure the outer duct cover with two (3/16” x 

3/8”) screws {I} to the Blower Housing.

Auto Mode 
 

• The hood has advanced built-in flame and temperature sensors.  When the sensor detects the 

presence of a flame or fire, the hood will turn on automatically. 

PLEASE NOTE:  FOR THE BUILT-IN FLAME SENSORS, IT WILL ONLY FUNCTION WITH GAS 

RANGES. 

 

• To turn On/Off Auto Mode, press and hold the Increase Fan Speed button .  LED Display will 

show “A” when the Auto Mode is on.  When you turn off the Auto Mode, it will default to fan speed 3. 

 

o When the Auto Mode is on, only the light control and ECO Mode will work because 

everything else is set to Auto.  You need to turn off the Auto Mode in order to manually 

use the Power and Speed Controls. 

 

o Lights and ECO Mode can work independently and can still be turned on manually even 

if Auto Mode is activated. 

 

• The speed will automatically adjust to the higher and lower speeds depending on the temperature 

differential of ~7°F degrees** between the hood and the surrounding environment. 

 

**Please note: ~7°F degrees vary depending on the condition of your environment and stove/range 

you use. 
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Delay Shut-off 
 

• Automatic:  After turning off your range and the temperature of the hood equals the surrounding room 

temperature; the hood will automatically activate the 5-minute delay shut-off. 
 

OR 
 

Manual:  To activate the 5-minute delay shut-off manually, press and hold the power button for about 

3 seconds. 
 

• After 5 minutes the fan will shut-off automatically. The lights work independently of the delay shut-off 

and will not shut off automatically when the fan shuts off in delay shut-off. 
 

*Once the delay shut-off has been activated, the LED display will flash continuously, and the fan 

speed will change to speed 3.  While the 5-minute countdown is running, the speed level can be 

adjusted by pressing the increase/decrease fan speed buttons.  To turn the fan off immediately, press 

the power button a second time.  

 

ECO Mode 
 

• ECO Mode is set to turn the fan on QuietMode™ setting for 10 minutes every hour to remove excess 

moisture, microscopic particles and odors for better kitchen air quality. 
 

• ECO Mode is independent from the power control, delay shut-off and auto mode. 
 

• ECO Mode can be activated while fan is running on or off.  Press and hold the ECO button until the 

“E” icon briefly appears in the LED display.  While the fan is running, you can change the speed, use 

delay shut-off or turn off the fan without disabling the ECO Mode. 
 

• When the fan is off and ECO Mode has been activated, the “E” icon will appear in the LED display.  

The “E” icon will flash while ECO Mode is operating on QuietMode™.  To deactivate, press and hold 

the ECO button until the “E” icon no longer appears in the LED display. 
 

NOTE:  Pressing the power button while ECO Mode is active will activate the regular the regular fan 

function and the speed will be displayed on the LED display. 
 

WARNING:  Make sure there is sufficient free-flowing air when ECO Mode is activated (e.g. open doors 

and/or windows.) 

 

Power 
 

To turn the hood ON/OFF manually, press the power button once. 
 

NOTE: You need to turn off the Auto Mode in order to manually use the Power and Speed Controls.  

Please see Auto Mode section for further instructions. 

 

Speed 
 

The hood starts on speed 3 by default. 
 

To decrease speed level, press the Decrease Fan Speed.  
 

To increase speed level, press the Increase Fan Speed.  
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Light Control 
 

Press the light button to turn the LED lights ON.  Each press of the button will cycle the light intensity 

through bright, medium bright, dim and off.  Lights are controlled independently from power and speed 

control.  Lights will not turn off by itself in delay shut-off, so please be sure to turn them off first before 

setting on delay shut-off mode. 

 

Remote Control 

 

Power control and 5-minute delay shutoff control (press and hold for 3 seconds) 
 

Increase fan speed (Auto Mode can be turned on by pressing and holding for 5 seconds) 
 

Decrease fan speed 
 

ECO Mode control (press and hold for 3 seconds to activate ECO Mode)

*The remote control is magnetic to allow it to stick to a magnetic surface.  Remote control uses CR2032 

batteries (provided) and can be used up to 16 feet away.

MAINTENANCE 
 

For optimal performance, clean the range hood surface and filters regularly. 

 

To Clean Hood Surface 
 

CAUTION:  NEVER USE ABRSIVE CLEANERS, PADS, OR CLOTHS. 

 

***Regular care will help preserve its fine appearance. 

 

1. Use only mild soap or detergent solutions.  Dry surfaces using soft cloth. 

2. If hood looks splotchy (stainless steel hood), use a stainless steel cleaner to clean the surface of 

the hood.  Avoid getting cleaning solution onto or into the control panel.  Follow directions of the 

stainless steel cleaner.  Caution: Do not leave on too long as this many cause damage to 

hood finish.  Use soft towel to wipe off the cleaning solution, gently rub off any stubborn spots.  

Use dry soft towel to dry the hood. 

3. DO NOT allow deposits to accumulate or remain on the hood. 

4. DO NOT use ordinary steel wool or steel brushes.  Small bits of steel may adhere to the surface 

and cause rusting. 

5. DO NOT allow salt solutions, disinfectants, bleaches, or cleaning compounds to remain in contact 

with stainless steel or extended periods.  Many of these compounds contain chemicals, which 

may be harmful to the hood.
