DISPLAY

* When the refrigerator is plugged in, the display screen will turn on and the start-up
bell will ring. Then, the display screen enters the normal display of operation. Note that
when powering the unit on for first time, the default set temperature of the refrigerator
compartment and the freezer compartment is 41 °F /0 °F.

* The display panel will always show the set temperature of both refrigerator and freezer
compartments unless there is an error; then, an error code will display (see page 13).
 Under normal circumstances, the display light will go out after 30 seconds in a locked

state; pressing a button on the control panel will wake up the display screen.
* If opening the door wakes up the display screen, the display light will go outimmediately
when the door is closed. When the "fault code visible" fault occurs, the display screen

lights up and will go out after 30 seconds.

LOCK/UNLOCK

* To lock or unlock, press and hold the Lock/ Unlock button until the buzzer sound rings.

* The refrigerator will enter the lock state if the door is not opened or if there is no button
operation within 30 seconds.

* The door alarm can be stopped by pressing any one button in locked state, but any other
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button operations need to be performed in the unlocked state. If you try to operate the

control panel while in the locked state, an error beep will sound.

SWITCHING BETWEEN FAHRENHEIT AND CELSIUS
Press and hold the Lock/Unlock button until it beeps. Once unlocked, hold the FREEZER
and FRIDGE buttons until they beep. The temperature will then change from °C to °F

or vice versa.

REFRIGERATOR TEMPERATURE SETTING

Press the temperature adjusting button of the refrigerator compartment to change the set
temperature of refrigerator compartment. Each time the button is pressed, the temperature
will drop 1 °F; the range is 34 °F to 44 °F. When the temperature reaches 34 °F and you
press the button again, the set temperature will switch to 44 °F. The temperature setting will

take effect after the display panel is locked.

FREEZER TEMPERATURE SETTING

Press the temperature adjusting button of the freezer compartment to change the set
temperature. With each button press, the temperature will drop1 °F; the range is -7 °F to
7 °F. When the temperature reaches -7 °F and you press the button again, the temperature

will switch to 7 °F. The temperature setting will take effect after the display panel is locked.

MODE SETTINGS

* Pressthe SUPERCOOL buttonto startthe super cool function. The refrigerator compartment
is set to 34 °F automatically and the SUPERCOOL icon will be illuminated. When exiting
super freeze mode, the temperature of refrigerator compartment will revert to the set
temperature before SUPERCOOL mode was engaged.

* Press the SUPERFRZ button to start the super freeze function. The freezer compartment
is set to -7 °F automatically and the SUPERFRZ icon will be illuminated. When exiting
the super freeze mode, the temperature of freezer compartment will revert to the set
temperature before SUPERFRZ mode was engaged.

* Press the ICEMAKER button and the ice-making function will be switched between on/
off. When the icon is on, it indicates the ice-making function is activated.

ICE MAKER

* The ice maker is located in the upper freezer above the ice storage bin. The ice maker
stores up to 1.75 pounds of ice and can make up to 4.85 pounds daily. It takes up to 6
hours to produce ice when the appliance is plugged in for the first time.

* To make ice, ensure the ice maker is in the closed position with the arrow pointed right
(see below, left).

* To remove the ice maker for cleaning, simply twist to the open position and pull out (see

below, right).
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MAINTENANCE AND CLEANING

GENERAL CLEANING INSTRUCTIONS

Dirt and dust behind the refrigerator and on the surrounding floor should be cleaned
frequently to improve the cooling effect and to save energy.

Check the door gasket regularly to make sure there is no debris. Clean the door gasket
with a soft cloth dampened with soapy water or diluted detergent.

The interior of the refrigerator should be cleaned regularly to avoid odor.

Use a soft cloth or sponge to clean the inside of the refrigerator and mix 2 tablespoons
of baking soda with a quart of warm water before wiping clean. After cleaning, open
the door and let the appliance dry naturally before turning on the power.

For areas that are difficult to clean in the refrigerator (such as narrow crevices, gaps, or
corners), it is recommended to wipe them regularly with a soft rag, soft brush, etc., and
when necessary, use non-metal or abrasive tools (such as Popsicle sticks) to ensure no
contaminants or bacteria accumulates in these areas.

Do not use detergent, scrub powder, spray cleaner, etc., as these may cause odors in
the interior of the refrigerator or contaminate food.

Clean the shelves and drawers with a soft cloth dampened with soapy water or a diluted
kitchen-safe cleaner. Dry with a soft cloth or dry naturally.

Wipe the outer surface of the refrigerator with a soft cloth dampened with a stainless
steel cleaner, soapy water, detergent, etc., and then wipe dry.

Do not use hard brushes, steel cleaning balls, wire brushes, abrasives (such as
toothpastes), organic solvents (such as alcohol, acetone, banana oll, etc.), boiling water,
or acid or alkaline items, as they all may damage the refrigerator surface and interior.
Please note that boiling water and organic solvents such as benzene may deform or
damage plastic parts.

Do not spray water or other liquids directly into or on the refrigerator during cleaning to

avoid short circuits or affect electrical insulation after immersion.

DOOR TRAY REMOVAL

Following the direction of the arrow in the figure above, use both hands to squeeze the
tray and push it upward, and then take it out to clean. Replace following the reverse of the

steps above.

CHANGING THE LIGHT
Any replacement or maintenance of the LED lamps is intended to be made by a
professional.

DEFROSTING
The refrigerator is made based on air-cooling principles and has an automatic defrosting
function. Frost formed due to seasonal or temperature changes may be manually removed

by disconnecting the appliance from power or by wiping with a dry towel.

OUT OF OPERATION

* Power failure: In case of power failure, even if it is in summer, food inside the appliance
can be kept for several hours. During the power failure, decrease the amount of times the
refrigerator doors are opened. Do not add more fresh food into the appliance.

* Long-time non-use: Unplug and clean the appliance Leave the doors open to
prevent odor.

* Moving: Before the refrigerator is moved, take all objects inside the compartment out,
fix the glass partitions, vegetable/fruit crisper, freezing compartment drawers, etc.
with tape and tighten the leveling feet. Close the doors and fix them with tape. During
moving, the appliance should not be laid upside down or horizontally or be vibrated.
The inclination during movement shall be no more than 45°.

* The appliance should run continuously once it is started. Generally, the operation of the

appliance shall not be interrupted. Otherwise, the lifespan may be impaired.
