Position each pari correctly and insert
screws or bolts info their respactive
nales by hand tighten or using the
proper hand lool.

Uzse eardboard or carpel aréa when
assembling furniture to prevent
scrafches . Make sure the fumiture
resis on a flat and level surfaca with
anch lag evenly louching the floor
