Attaching Interface Bracket to Display
1. Attach PSBU interface bracket to display following
instructions included with interface bracket kit. WARNING: IMPROPER INSTALLATION CAN LEAD TO

Removing Display
1. Disconnect all power/audio/video cables.

2. Remove bolt or padlock from faceplate (if used).
(See Figure 5)
NOTE: The pin may have been used as a more permanent
locking device. If so, remove nut and pin and move
from the lower holes to the upper holes.

3. Pull back on flag on upper mounting hole and press pin
down into "Open" position. (See Figure 5)
