For valve removal, use 10mm Allen Wrench on the
inside of the pot.

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For spicket removal, use Cresent Wrench on the
outside of valve.
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Remove the valve.
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Remove eight (8) Screws from the oil pot. Remove oil capillary.

Remove oil capillary from the pot. Remove the pot.
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Unplug the wire from the ignitor.
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Remove four (4) Screws from control panel and
remove the component.

INSTALLATION:

* Follow steps in reverse order 12-2.

« Replace the control panel with (4) Screws (see step 12).
* Plug in the wire to the ignitor (see step 11).

« Screw in the (4) Screws that hold the bracket (see step 10).

* Return the fryer to upright position.

* Install the pot.

« Install the oil capillary (see steps 6-7).

« Secure the oil pot with (8) Screws (see step 5).
* Replace the valve (see steps 2-4).
