e Align top reduction of extension legs (9) with bottom of
headboard posts. (See Figure 1) Make sure the 3 holes on
extension legs are perpendicular to headboard panel.
e Now carefully insert extension legs (9) into bottom of headboard (10) posts.
e Screw in finials (7) on top of headboard (10) and footboard (11) posts.
