<> To avoid any accidental risks or damages to the range hood, please read this user's manual
carefully before initial installation and use.

<> Make sure that the actual voltage and frequency are accorded with the ones clarified in this user's
manual to avoid any possible damages to the range hood.

<> The range hood is for residential use only.

<> Caution: For general ventilating use only. Do not use to exhaust hazardous or explosive materials and vapors.

<> Unplug or disconnect the appliance from the power supply before servicing.

B Environmental Protection
1. Packing materials like absorption film, polystyrene and plastics may cause suffocation, so please
keep them away from the reach of infants and children.
2. Dispose the packing materials properly.
3. The replaced appliance should be sent to the local reclamation depot or recycling center. Keep
children away from those places to ensure their safety. The electric wire of the appliance should
be cut off to avoid misuse.

Il Mechanical Safety

1. Please use standard accessories provided by our company to ensure safe installation. (Make
sure to use the expansion pipe and expansion bolt provided by our company, in case the range
hood falls down accidentally); The hole drilled in the wall should precisely match the size of the
expansion pipe, otherwise, the range hood may loose and fall down.

2. The wall should be strong enough to support the range hood. As for hollow wall or hollow plate,
the thickness of its solid part should be no less than 1'/s inch. As for concrete wall, the
Installation can be directly operated. The range hood should be firmly fixed on the wall.

3. When drilling on the roof or ceiling, please make sure not to damage the electric lines as well as
any other hidden devices.

4. When moving the range hood for installing, cleaning or repairing, please make sure to wear
protective gloves to prevent your hands as the edge of the range hood.

9. The appliance is not intended for use by hurtby the (including children) with reduced physical sensory or
mental capabilities, or lack of experience and knowledge, unless they have been given supervision or
Instruction concerning use of the appliance by a person responsible for their safety.

6. Children should be supervised to ensure that they do not play with the appliance.

I Electrical Safety and Fire Prevention

1. The range hood should be connected to a standard power socket with safe grounding. The midway
connection, prolonged electric line or multi-socket wiring may cause electric shock, overheating and
even fire. The wiring task should only be carried out by a professional electrician in accordance with
current national or local electric safety regulations. Power off before wiring and make sure proper
measures have been taken to avoid unexpected connection.

2. If the supply cord is damaged,it must be replaced by a special cord or assembly available from
the manufacturer or its service agent.

3. All electrical parts including motor, switch and connector assembly, etc. should be strictly
prevented from water. Never rinse your range hood directly with water or high-pressure steam.
Never use the range hood when it Is wetted to prevent electric shock.

4. Never touch the power plug, power switch or other electric parts with wet hand, otherwise, you
may get an electric shock.

9. Never discharge the exhaust of range hood through the hot flue which Is used to release waste
smoke arising from coal and gas or other fuels.

6. When the cooking utensil catches fire, switch off the range hood immediately. Effective extinguishing
measures must be taken at once, such as covering the open flame with metal cover, turning off the
master gas valve and keeping flammable substance from the open flame etc.

/. Never use an open flame under the range hood. To avoid the danger of fire, do not cook or grill
over an open flame under the range hood. When switched on, the range hood could draw
flames into the filter. Fat partical drawn into the range hood present a fire hazard.

8. All exhaust pipes, flues and devices should be non-flammable. Never
cover the range hood with flammable plastic film or paper.

9. The range hood should be fixed on the wall above the cook top. Keep a
height of 25%16~29%/16 inch between the bottom of the range hood and
the surface of the cook top. The working temperature for the range hood
should not exceed 104°F .

10. After the appliance fixed, the plug should be accessible.
11. Do not dispose of electrical appliances as unsorted municipal waste, use

separate collection facilities. Contact you local government for informa-
tion regarding the collection systems available. If electrical appliances are disposed of In
landfills or dumps, hazardous substances can leak into the groundwater and get into the food
chain, damaging your health and well-being.
12. There is fire risk if cleaning I1s not carried out in accordance with the instructions.
B Danger of Toxic Fumes

1. Great care should be taken when using the gas cook top which may cause carbon monoxide
poison. Keep the room well ventilated.

2. When the range hood Is under exhaust mode, make sure to install the damper along with the range
hood.

3. Clean the metal filter according to actual conditions.

B Suggestion and Description
1. Warranty service Is not provided based on the following situations:

1) Failing to show invoice issued by authorized agents.

3. Please clean the surface of range hood with neutral detergent and soft cloth. Wring out the cloth
when cleaning the switch and lamps.

4. Make sure to keep the appliance horizontally. Over long or more bends of exhaust pipe may
Impair air function, and more relative operation noise will occur.

9. In case any malfunctions occur, please power off the range hood at once, and call our authorized
dealers or distributors for help.

WARNING - TO REDUCE THE RISK OF A RANGE TOP GREASE FIRE:

a) Never leave surface units unattended at high settings. Boilovers cause smoking and greasy

spillovers that may ignite. Heat olls slowly on low or medium settings.




b) Always turn hood ON when cooking at high heat or when flambeing food (i.e. Crepes Suzette,

Cherries Jubilee, Peppercorn Beef Flambe’).

c) Clean ventilating fans frequently. Grease should not be allowed to accumulate on fan or filter.

d) Use proper pan size. Always use cookware appropriate for the size of the surface element.

WARNING — TO REDUCE THE RISK OF INJURY TO PERSONS IN
THE EVENT OF A RANGE TOP GREASE FIRE, OBSERVE THE
