Make sure you have enough
space to move around during the
assembly.

Avoid Scratches

Use cardboard, blankets or a
carpeted area while assembiling
fumiture to prevent scratches.

Flat Surface

Make sure the furmiture rests on
a flat and level surface with each
leg evenly touching the floor.
