Turn the cabinet upright, cut the string to open the doors.

Push right side frame down while aligning the back holes of cabinet's side
panel into the threaded inserts. Fasten the cabinet and right side frame with two
long bolts on the back, one short bolts on the bottom of cabinet and one short bolt
on the top of bottom top rail.

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Note: Please do not cut the string on doors until step 3.
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 Fasten the bottom of cabinet with one short bolt and flat washer.

Lay the left side frame (A) on a soft surface, insert the back gallery (C) into left side
frame's tube, fasten with one short bolt and flat washer.

1.2) Ask for someone's help to insert cabinet's (D) tube into left side frame's metal tubes,
while aligning the back holes of cabinet's side panel into the threaded inserts of the
left side frame. Fasten them with two long bolts and two flat washers.

Insert one of the right side frame (B) tubes onto the cabinet's bottom tube and
another in back gallery's end.

3.2) Fasten the cabinet and side frames with 4 long bolts and 4 flat washers from the

inner holes along the front edges of cabinet's side panels.
3.3) Screw-in 4 shelf supports inside the cabinet's walls and put the shelf on top of them.

Adjust the levelers at the bottom of legs if needed.4.1)
4.2) Fasten one part of the anti-tipping kit onto the pre-drilled holes at back panel and

another part into the wall. Loop the strap through the holes of the fastened parts
and pull its end to tighten.

Fasten the drawer pulls with 2 machine screws from inner face of doors. Check to
ensure the 2 of them are properly aligned before tightening the machine screws.
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
