Tips for saving energy

The following information will help you to use

your appliance in an ecological way, and to save

energy:

e Use dark colored or enamel coated cook-
ware in the oven since the heat transmis-
sion will be better.

e While cooking your dishes, perform a pre-
heating operation if it is advised in the user
manual or cooking instructions.

Tips for broiling

Broiling is ideal for cooking meat, fish and poultry
and will achieve a nice brown surface without it
drying out to much. Flat pieces, meat skewers
and sausages are particularly suited for broiling
as are vegetables with a high water content such
as tomatoes and onions.

Distribute the pieces to be broiled on the
wire shelf,
