n Assembly 1 Mounting the turntable

Before use, attach the included parts to the main unit. Since
a record player is susceptible to vibrations and tilting, place
the main unit in a stable and flat location in advance.

Mount the hole in the center of the turntable
on the center spindle.

9 Turn the turntable until the roller of the
main unit is visible from the square hole on
the side with the ribbon tape.

on the roller.
