
Natural plantation yukas bring innate warmth to minimalist styling. 

Color, pattern and depth of resin lowlights and highlights will vary from 

piece to piece, due to the wood species’ natural character. 

• Carefully flip furniture over onto a moving blanket during assembly.

• Avoid tilting or leaning furniture on two legs during assembly. Slim 

legs may require a delicate touch during assembly to maintain their 

structure and support.

• Always lift and carry furniture, as opposed to pushing or dragging by its 

legs.

• Regularly dust with a dry, soft cloth. Do not use furniture polish or 

ammonia-based cleaning products.

• Avoid direct contact between sharp objects and finish.

• Use coasters and trivets to protect surface.

• Address spills immediately by wiping with a dry, soft cloth.
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
