5. Using the appliance

5.1 Information about New

Generation Cooling Technology
Refrigerators with new-generation

cooling fechnology
have a different
operating system to
static fridges. Other
(static) fridges may
experience a build
up of ice in the freez-
er compartment due
to door openings and
humidity in the food.
In such refrigerators,
regular de-frosting is
required; the refriger-
ator must be switched
off, the frozen food
moved fo a suitable
container and the ice

C
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which has formed in

the freezer compartment removed.

In refrigerafors with new-generation
cooling technology, a fan blows dry
cold air evenly throughout the refrigera-
tor and freezer compartments. The cold
air cools your food evenly and uniform-
ly, preventing humidity and ice build-
up. In the refrigerator compartment,

air blown by the fan, located at the
fop of the refrigerator compartment, is
cooled while passing through the gap
behind the air duct. At the same time,
the air is blown out through the holes
in the air duct, evenly spreading cool
air throughout the refrigerator compart
ment.

There is no air passage between the

5.3 Operating yourRefrigerator/

symbols will be displayed for 2 seconds

and the initial values will be shown as

-0.4°F on the freezer adjustment indi-

cator, and +39 °F on the refrigerator

adjustment indicator.
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5.3.1 Freezer Temperature Settings
e The inifial femperature value for the
freezer setting indicator is -3.2°F.

® Press the freezer set button once.

When you first press the button, the

previous value will blink on the screen.

® \Whenever you press the same buf-
fon, a lower temperature will be set
(3.2°F; -0.4°F; -4°F; -/ 5°F; -1 1°F).

® |f you continue fo press the button, it
will restart from 3.2°F

NOTE: Eco mode gets ac-
fivated automatically when
the temperature of the freezer
compartment is set to -0.4°F.

5.3.3 Super Freeze Mode Purpose
To freeze a large quantity of food that
cannot fit on the fast freeze shelf.

To freeze prepared foods.

To freeze fresh food quickly to retain
freshness.

How to use

To enable the super freeze mode, press
and hold the freezer temperature sefting
butfon for 3 seconds. Once the super

freeze mode has been sef, the super

freeze symbol on the indicator will be

lit and the machine will beep to confirm

the mode has been switched on.

During Super Freeze Mode:

e The temperature of the Refrigerator
may be adjusted. In this case, Super
Freeze mode will continue.

e Fconomy mode cannot be selected.

e Super Freeze mode can be can-
celled in the same way it is selected.

Notes:

® The maximum amount of fresh food
(in kilograms) that can be frozen
within 24 hours is shown on the
appliance label.

® For optimal appliance performance
in maximum freezer capacity,
activate super freeze mode 3 hours
before you put fresh food info the
freezer.

5.4 Temperature Adjustment

Warnings
It is not recommended that you
operate your appliance in environ-
ments colder than 50°F in ferms of
its efficiency.
Do not start another adjustment while
you are already making an adjust
ment.
Temperature adjustments should be
made according to the frequency of
door openings, the quantity of food
kept inside the appliance and the
ambient femperature in the location
of your appliance.
In order to allow your appliance to
reach the operatfing femperature af-
fer being connected to mains, do not
open the doors frequently or place
large quantities of food in the appli-
ance. Please note that, depending
on the ambient femperature, it may
take 24 hours for your appliance fo
reach the operating temperature.
A 5 minute delay functfion is applied
fo prevent damage to the compres-
sor of your appliance when con-
necting or disconnecting to mains, or
when an energy breakdown occurs.
Your appliance will begin to operate
normally affer 5 minutes.

5.5 Accessories

5.5.1 Ice Tray (In some models)

e Fill the ice tray with water and place
in the freezer compartment.

e After the water has completely fro-
zen, you can twist the fray as shown
below to remove the ice cubes.

Keeping food in the Chiller compart-
ment, instead of the freezer or refrigera-
for compartments, allows food to retain
freshness and flavour for longer, while
preserving its fresh appearance. When
the Chiller bin becomes dirty, remove it
and wash with water.

(Water freezes at 32°F, but food con-
faining salt or sugar freezes at tempera-
tures lower than this).

The Chiller bin is usually used for
storing foods such as raw fish, lightly
pickled food, rice, and so on.

Do not put food you want to
freeze or ice trays (to make ice)
in the Chiller bin.

e Pull the chiller shelf towards you by
sliding it on the rails.

e Pull the chiller shelf up from the rail
and remove it from the refrigerator.

5.5.5 The Fresh Dial (In some
models)

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If the crisper is full, the fresh dial
located in front of the crisper should be
opened.

This allows the air in the crisper and
the humidity rate to be controlled, to
increase the life of food within. The
dial, located behind the shelf, must be

opened if any condensation is seen on
the glass shel.
5.5.6 Adjustable Door Shelf (In

some models)
Six different height adjustments can be
made to provide sforage areas that
you need by adjustable door shelf.
To change the position of adjustable
door shelf:

Hold the bottom of
the shelf and pull
the buttons on the
side of the door
shelf direction of
arrow.

(Fig. 1)

Position door shelf

the height you

need by moving up
and down. After
you get the position
that you want the
door shelf, release
the buttons on the
side of the door
shelf (Fig.2)

Before releasing the door shelf, move

up down and make sure the door shelf

is fixed.

@ Note: Before moving door shelf is
loaded, you must hold the shelf by
supporting the bottom. Otherwise,
door shelf could fall off the rails
due to the weight. So damage
mo|y occur on ﬁwe door shelf or
rails.




5.5.7 Adjustable Glass Shelf (In
some models)

Adjustable glass shelf mechanism
provides higher storage spaces with a
simple movement. To cover the glass
shelf, push it.
You can load your food as you want
in the resulting extra space. To bring

the shelf in its original position, pull it
toward you.

5.5.8 Natural lon Tech (In some

models)
Natural lon Tech spreads negative ions
which neutralize particles of unpleasant
smell and dust in the air.
By removing these particles from the
air in the refrigerator, Natural lon Tech
improves air quality and eliminates

odours.

The filter
should be left for 2 hours at 149°F
in a oven.

® To clean the filter, please remove the
back cover of the filtler box by pull-
ing it in the direction of the arrow.

e The filter should not be washed with
water or any defergent.

6. Food storage
6.1 Refrigerator Compartment

For normal operating conditions, set the
temperature of the refrigerafor compart-
ment to +39 or +43 °F.

* To reduce humidity and avoid the

consequent formation of frost, always
store liquids in sealed containers in the
refrigerator. Frost tends fo concentrate
in the coldest parts of the evaporating
liquid and, in time, your appliance
will require more frequent defrosting.
Never place warm food in the refrig-
erator. Warm food should be allowed
fo cool at room temperature and
should be arranged to ensure ade-
quate air circulation in the refrigerator
compartment.

Make sure no items are in direct
confact with the rear wall of the
appliance as frost can develop and
packaging will stick fo it. Do not open
the refrigerator door frequently.

We recommend that meat and clean
fish are loosely wrapped and stored
on the glass shelf just above the veg-
efable bin where the air is cooler, as
this provides the best storage condi-
fions.

Store loose fruit and vegetable items
in the crisper confainers.

Store loose fruit and vegetables in the
crisper.

Do not put wet vegetables into the
refrigerator.

Storage fime for all food products de-
pends on the initial quality of the food
and an uninterrupted refrigeration cycle
before refrigerator storage.

Use

To avoid crosscontamination do not
store meat products with fruit and
vegetables. Water leaking from meat
may contaminate other products in the
refrigerator. You should package meat
proc?ucts and clean any leakages on
the shelves.

Do not put food in front of the air flow
passage.

Consume packaged foods before the
recommended expiry date.

@ Note: Potatoes, onions and garlic

should not be stored in the refrigerator.

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6.2 Freezer Compartment

For normal operating conditions, set

the tfemperature of the freezer compart-

ment to -0.4°F or -68 °F.

® The freezer is used for storing frozen
food, freezing fresh food, and making
ice cubes.

® For freezing fresh food; wrap and seal
fresh food properly, that is the packag-
ing should be air tight and shouldn't
leak.

® Special freezer bags, aluminum foil
polythene bags and plastic containers
are ideal.

* Do not store fresh food next fo frozen
food as it can thaw the frozen food.

® Before freezing fresh food, divide if
info portions that can be consumed in
one sitting.

e Consume thawed frozen food within a
short period of time after defrosting

* Never place warm food in the freezer
compariment as it will thaw the frozen
food.

* Always follow the manufacturer’s
insfructions on food packaging when
sforing frozen food. If no information
is provided food, should not be stored
for more than 3 months from the date
of purchase.

® When purchasing frozen food, make
sure that it has been sfored under
appropriate conditions and that the
packaging is not damaged.

® Frozen food should be fransported in
appropriate containers and placed in
the freezer as soon as possible.

® Do not purchase frozen food if the
packaging shows signs of humidity
and abnormal swelling. It is probable
that it has been sfored at an unsuitable
temperature and that the contents have

20

deferiorated.

* The storage life of frozen food de-
pends on the room temperature, the
thermostat seffing, how often the door
is opened, the type of food, and the
length of time required to fransport the
product from the shop fo your home.
Always follow the instructions printed
on the packaging and never exceed
the maximum storage life indicated.

® The maximum amount of fresh food (in
lb) that can be frozen in 24 hours is
indicated on the appliance label.

* To use the maximum capacity of the
freezer compartment, use the glass
shelves for the upper and middle sec-
tion, and use the lower basket for the
botfom section.

® Use the fast freezing shelf to freeze
home cooking (and any other food
which needs fo be frozen quickly]
more quickly because of the freezing
shelf's greater freezing power. Fast
freezing shelf is the botfom drawer of
the freezer compartment.

Note: If you attempt to open the freezer

door immediately after closing it, you

will find that it will not open easily. This
is normal. Once equilibrium has been
reached, the door will open easily.

Important note:

® Never refreeze thawed frozen food.

® The storage time of food is depen-
dent on the type of oil used. Suitable
oils are margarine, calf fat, olive
oil and butter. Unsuitable oils are
peanut oil and pig fat.

® Food in liquid form should be frozen
in plastic cups and other food should
be frozen in plastic folios or bags.

Defrosting the refrigerator/freezer
compariments

The refrigerator/freezer compartment
does not require defrosting, as any
ice which forms on the refrigeration
plate will melt when the compressor is
switched off. The defrosting process is
automatic.

Defrost water is channelled directly info
the vaporisation container on the back
of the appliance, which lefs it evapo-
rate by means of the heat generated
by the compressor.
