Ensure that all controls are in the “OFF” status before
plugging the appliance into a properly grounded
electrical outlet.
This appliance is for use on 120 Volts. The appliance
has a 3-prong grounded plug. If your electrical outlet
has only 2 slots, you will have to use an adapter to
convert from the 3-prong power cord to a 2-slot
receptacle. The green grounding plug extending from
the adapter must be securely connected to a
permanent ground such as a properly grounded
outlet box. The adapter should only be used if a
proper 3-slot receptacle is not available.

NOTE: Adapters are not allowed for use in Canada.

3. OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS
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Electrical Supply Circuit Requirements
Plan the location of the appliance so that it will have adequate electric power. A 15 AMP, 120V/60Hz circuit is
required. Additional appliances on the same circuit as this appliance may exceed the current rating of that
circuit. Dedicated circuit is preferred please to prevent circuit breaker trips or fuse failure.
Prepare the outlet close to the right side of appliance. Make sure the outlet is in good condition and the plug
must be plugged tightly in the outlet.

US-3Pin POLARIZED PLUG
This product is equipped with a 3-pin polarized plug as shown Fig Connect to properly grounded outlets only.This
unit is for use on 120 volts only. For your safety, please always plug the unit into a wall outlet receptacle.An
extension cord or relocatable power tap (outlet/power strip)should never be used.

Do not share a socket with other
appliances when using electric

fireplaces, please use a dedicated socket.

Never use with an extension cord or
relocatable power tap (outlet / power strip).

A 15 AMP circuit is required to operate this appliance. If the breaker trips when the appliance is
running, you may need to move the appliance to another location or unplug other appliances the are
on the same circuit.

The fireplace control functions can be accessed in two ways:

- Using the control panel, located in the upper right-hand corner of the electric insert.
- Using the remote control.

Themain control panel is located at the top right corner on the front.

Control Panel
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 POWER (Figure - A):
 The POWER button supplies power to all the features of the fireplace. This button must be ON for any of the features

to work properly.
 Once turn OFF, all current settings will be stored and then restored at the next power ON (except Timing Control).

Unplug the unit will reset the setting to factory default.

 FLAME (Figure - B):
 Press the flame button to set the flames color/flame brightness. The flame levels are shown in the display (E).When

turn is "OF" pressed, the flame is turn off.
 The flame color and flame brightness settings are as follows:

 The system default set the orange, the digital display screen will be O.
 Press FLAME button 5S to adjust the flame brightness, not including Polar flame. After this is set, the display (E) will

flash 5 times and exit from setting status.
 There are 3 levels flame brightness: L3-highly bright, L2-medium bright, L1-low bright.

 CARBON LIGHT (Figure - C):
 Press the carbon light button to set the carbon light color. These color levels are shown in the display (E).
 The flame bed color settings are as follows:

 The system default set is orange and the digital display screen will be H1.
 Press CARBON LIGHT button 5 seconds to FLAME SPEEDmode. After this is set, the display (E) will flash 5 times

and exit from setting status.
 FLAME SPEED the system default setting is S3, the display will be shown S3, with 5 Levels speeds,

S3/S4/S5/S1/S2.

3a. Manual Control Panel
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 HEATER (Figure - D)
 Press the heating button to set the heating levels. The heating levels are shown in the display (E).When turn is "OF"

pressed, the heating is turn off.
 There is no speed setting for the heater blower. If you put the heater in a standby mode (turn off by the main power

button A), the unit will hold the settings in the memory. When the power is turned back on, the heater will turn on at
the same settings.

 When the heating function turn on, Long press the POWER button 5s can transfer °F to °C. Repeat the same
process to convert °C temperature into °F temperature.

 The heater settings are as follows:
The preset temperature for this appliance is set at 90℉,when turn on the digital display screen will show 90℉.

NOTE: Press the heating button to turn on the heater, regardless of the ambient temperature, the heater
and the fan will be forced to heat up for 3 minutes (for the function test of themachine).
When the ambient temperature is higher than the set temperature, the heatingwill turn off after 3 minutes. If
you need to use the heating, please turn up the temperature setting.

 DISPLAY ( Figure - E)
The digital display will show the numbers for the corresponding function of the corresponding operation.
When the function is operating, the display flashes for 5 seconds, then the operation mode is exited and
the display turns off. It needs to be activated again to enter the operationmode.

1. lnstalling the battery
The battery is supplied with the remote control. The first thing to do with the remote control is to remove the plastic sheet
insulating / protecting the battery. For replacement battery, use lithium-based CR2025 battery. Please follow the sequence
below to replace the battery.
 Take out the battery bracket.

 lnsert the battery with the button side into the battery bracket,
making sure the battery is firmly seated.

 Press the battery bracket into the remote control, making sure it snaps into
position.

 Turn the remote over and aim it towards the fireplace / heater unit.
 Press the power button on the top and see if the flames on the fireplace/heater turn on or off.
 lf nothing appears to happen, check to make sure the battery is installed correctly, and try again.

Buttons on the Remote Control have the same functions as those on the Control Panel except TIMER\FLAME
SPEED \ UP \ DOWN.

 TIMER (Figure. F)
Press the TIMER button to turn the timer feature ON and OFF.When turn is "OF" pressed, the timer is turn off.
 Press the TIMER button to set the turn off time between 30min/1H/2H/3H/4H/5H/6H/7H/8H/9H/OFF. Upon the

required turn off time is set, the display(E) will flash 5 times and exit from setting status.
 Once the TIMER is on and the desired setting is reached, the system will shut down.

 FLAMESPEED ( Figure.D)
Press the FLAMESPEED button to adjust the flame speed with 5Levels S3/S4IS5/S1/S2 speeds.

 UP/DOWN ( Figure .G/H)
Press the up or down to control the flame color.

 UP/DOWN ( Figure .J/K)
Press the up or down to control the heater temperature.

The remote control can be used up to 13 feet (4 meters) away from the heater, The remote control receiver is on
the display. For better use, please make sure the remote control is aligned with the display for operation.
