Environment

This series network camera should be installed in a cool, dry place away from direct sunlight,
inflammable, explosive substances and etc. Please keep it away from the electromagnetic
radiation object and environment. Please make sure the CCD (CMOS) component is out of the
radiation of the laser beam device. Otherwise it may result in CCD (CMOS) optical component
damage. Please keep the sound ventilation. Do not allow the water and other liquid falling into
the camera. Lightning-proof device is recommended to be adopted to better prevent lightning
damage. The grounding studs of the product are recommended to be grounded to further
enhance the reliability of the camera.

Daily Maintenance

Please shut down the device and then unplug the power cable before you begin daily
maintenance work. Do not touch the CCD (CMOS) optic component. You can use the blower to
clean the dust on the lens surface. Always use the dry soft cloth to clean the device. If there is
too much dust, please use the water to dilute the mild detergent first and then use it to clean
the device. Finally use the dry cloth to clean the device. Please put the dustproof cap to protect
the CCD (CMOS) component when you do not use the camera.

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1A. OVERVIEW

This series network camera integrates the traditional camera and
network video technology. It adopts video data collection and
transmission together. It can connect to the network directly
without any auxiliary device.

This series network camera uses standard H.264 and H.265 video
compression technology, which maximizes the video storage and
quality. It powers with either 12VDC or PoE.

The camera supports the IR night vision function. In the night
environments, the device can use the IR light to highlight the
object which is suitable for the surveillance function in the low
illumination environments. The waterproof design conforms to the
IP67 level. It has the sound waterproof function suitable for use in
the outdoor environments.

It can be used standalone or with a network video recorder. If used
standalone, it is able to utilize IC Realtime’'s software suite
including Smart ICRSS, IC View and ICRSS Pro. This model also
supports |IC Realtime’s P2P connection which allows easy remote
connection.

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2A. INSTALLATION STEPS

e Please make sure the installation surface can support at least
3X weight of the camera and the bracket.

e  Motorized vari-focal series devices are equipped with
motorized lens by default, which does not require manual
adjustment; some devices support zoom and focus via the
two direction buttons on the bottom panel. See Figure 2-1.

Step 1 Place the installation position map on the installation
surface(wall or ceiling), drill bottom holes of expansion bolt according
to the hole sites marked on the installation position map.

Step 2 install the expansion bolts into the predrilled holes.

Step 3 Align the screw holes of the camera base with the mounting
hole sites, and then drill the mounting screws into the screw holes
until they are held firmly. See Figure 2-2

Step 4 Thread the base screws through the mounting holes in the
base of the camera. The camera sunshield can be moved back and
forth by loosening the mounting screw on top of the shield. Tighten

the screw back down after positioning the shield.

Step 5 Plug the external cables of the device as necessary.

Step 1: Keep the convex groove outward and install the rubber ring
into the network port, keep the smaller hole of the rubber ring
outward and install the fixing rubber ring into the main body of the
waterproof connector.

Step 2: Pull the network cable without crystal head through main
body of waterproof connector, fixing rubber ring and waterproof
locking cover, make the crystal head of network cable, and then
insert it into the network cable

Step 3: Put the main body of waterproof connector on the network
port and rotate it clockwise to lock the network port and waterproof
connector firmly

Step 4: Put the waterproof locking cover on the main body of
waterproof connector and rotate it clockwise to lock the waterproof
connector and waterproof locking cover firmly. It is recommended to
wrap the assembly with electrical tape for an extra protective

measure.
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2B. RESTORE FACTORY DEFAULTS/ INSTALL SD CARD
Important: Make sure the device is powered when attempting to press

RESET button.

Step 1 Use the supplied hex wrench to unscrew the access panel
below the camera. Skip to Step 3 if only installing SD card.

Step 2 Slightly press the RESET button for 15-30 seconds to
complete the reset function. See Figure 2-5. The camera will reboot

when the reset process is complete.

The camera is set to DHCP
out of the box with default IP address of 192.168.1.108 if DHCP
pool is not available. Subnet mask is 255.255.255.0. Gateway is
192.168.1.1

e Using Command Prompt, type “ping **¥****¥** ¥¥X(* network
camera address)” to check if connection is OK or not.

Open IE or Chrome and input the network camera address in the
address bar.
