This Use & Care Manual provides general
installation and operating instructions
for this model. We recommend using

a service or kitchen contracting
professional to install the refrigerator.
Use the appliance only as instructed in
this Use & Care Manual. Before starting
the appliance, follow these important
first steps.

Location

« Choose a place near a grounded,
non-GFClI, electrical outlet. Do Not
use an extension cord or an
adapter plug.

* |If possible, place the appliance
out of direct sunlight and away
from the range, dishwasher, or
other heat sources.

¢ Install the appliance on a floor level
and strong enough to support a fully
loaded appliance.

« Consider water supply availability for
models equipped with an automatic
ice maker.

Position the appliance to allow easy
access to a counter when removing food.
For best use of refrigerator drawers and
freezer baskets, position the appliance
where both can open fully.

The warmth felt on the left
and right sides of the fridge is normal
for this cooling technology.

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INSTALLATION

Flipper Mullion (some models)

Adjust the flipper mullion for proper
connection with the mullion guide by
ensuring the flipper mullion is folded and
perpendicular to the fresh food door. If
the mullion guide is not in the correct
position, it could prevent the door from
closing completely.

Cabinet Leveling / 3-Door Model
Door Alignment (if necessary)

Guidelines for final positioning of refrigerator:

Rest all 4 corners of the cabinet
firmly on the floor.

Slightly elevate the front to ensure
doors close and seal properly.

Align and level the doors with each other.

You can meet most of these conditions by
raising or lowering the adjustable front rollers.

To level the cabinet using the front rollers:

1.

Slightly open freezer drawer to reveal

adjustable rollers at bottom of cabinet.

Make initial cabinet adjustments
by using the front roller height
adjusting screws. Use a 3" socket
wrench to turn the adjustment
screws (1 per side).

To raise unit: turn the adjustment
screw clockwise.

To lower unit: turn adjustment
screw counterclockwise.

Ensure both doors are bind-free with
their seals touching the cabinet on all
4 sides and the cabinet is stable.

After you level the unit, lower the
anti-tip leg until it firmly contacts
the floor. You may need to use an
adjustable wrench for adjustment.

If the doors are not aligned, lift the
lower door up and insert the washer
(two are included in the plastic bag
in the Crisper) on the center hinge
pin.

Getting Through Narrow Spaces

If the refrigerator will not fit through an
entrance area, you can remove the doors
Check first by measuring the entrance.

To prepare for removing the door(s):

1. Unplug the electrical power cord

from the wall outlet.

2. Remove any food from the shelves
and door bins and close the door.

To remove the refrigerator door(s):
1. Open the door(s) to 90°.

2. Trace lightly around the door’s top
hinges with a pencil. This makes
reinstallation easier.

I} NOTE

* We do not recommend to using an
electric tool to unscrew and screw
parts because it may damage the screw
threads or cause screw heads to be
stripped off.

For the 3-door model only:
1.

Remove the screw from the top
hinge cover, and disconnect the
electrical harness running from the
door to the hinge cover.

2. With the doors closed, remove

the three 8 mm screws from the

1 6 WATER SUPPLY CONNECTION

A WARNING

To avoid electric shock, which can
cause death or severe personal injury,
disconnect the refrigerator from
electrical power before connecting a
water supply line to the refrigerator.

A CAUTION

To Avoid Property Damage:

* Use copper or stainless steel braided

tubing for the water supply line. Do

not use water supply tubing made of

Va4 in. plastic. Plastic tubing greatly
increases the potential for water
leaks, and the manufacturer will not

be responsible for any damage if you
use plastic tubing for the supply line.

« DO NOT install water supply tubing
in areas where temperatures fall
below freezing.

¢ Chemicals from a malfunctioning
water softener can damage the ice
maker. If you use a water softening
system, ensure the softener is
maintained and working properly.

=3 IMPORTANT

Ensure the water supply line connections

comply with all local plumbing codes.

To install the water supply line, you will
need the following:

* Basic Tools: adjustable wrench, flathead
screwdriver, and Phillips™ screwdriver

* Access to a household cold water
line with water pressure between 30
and 100 psi.

A water supply line made of ¥4 in.
(6.4 mm) OD, copper or stainless
steel tubing. To determine the length
of tubing needed, measure the dis-
tance from the ice maker inlet valve
at the back of the refrigerator to the
cold water pipe. Then add approxi-
mately 6 ft. (1.8 m.), so you can move
the refrigerator out for cleaning.

* A shutoff valve to connect the water
supply line to the household water
system. DO NOT use a self-piercing
type shutoff valve.

* Do not reuse compression fitting or
use thread seal tape.

* A compression nut and ferrule
(sleeve) for connecting a copper
water supply line to the ice maker
inlet valve.

l} NOTE

Check with the local building author-
ity for recommendations on water

lines and associated materials prior to
installing the refrigerator. Depending on
local/state building codes, we recom-
mend you use Smart Choice® water

line kit 5304437642 with a 6 ft. (1.8 m.)
stainless steel water line on homes with
existing valves. Please refer to Frigid-
aire.com for more information.

To Connect the Water Tube to

If you leave a door open for
5 minutes or more, an alarm
sounds and the DOOR OPEN
indicator illuminates on the
control display. Turn the
alarm off by closing the door
or pressing any key. The con-
trol display returns to normal
operations after you close
the door.

In the event of a high tem-
perature condition the red
HIGH TEMP LED illuminates,
and an alarm sounds. Also,
the refrigerator or freezer
compartment where you
detect the high temperature
displays HI, and the alarm
sounds every 10 seconds until
acknowledged.

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Sabbath Mode

The Sabbath Mode is a feature that disables portions of the refrigerator and its
controls in accordance with observance of the weekly Sabbath and religious holidays
within the Orthodox Jewish community.

In the Sabbath Mode, the High Temp alarm is active for health reasons. For example, if
you leave the door ajar the High Temp alarm is activated. The refrigerator will function
normally once you close the door, without any violation of the Sabbath/Holidays. The
High Temp alarm is permitted when the cabinet temperature is outside the safe zone
for 20 minutes. The alarm silences itself after 10 minutes while the High Temp icon
stays lit until you exit the Sabbath mode.

Priming the water supply system

A CAUTION

For proper dispenser operation, the
recommended water supply pressure
should fall between 30 psi and 100
psi.

Using the dispenser after installation:

If you do not flush the system, the first
glass of water may be discolored or have
an odd flavor.

1. Before dispensing, please ensure
you enable Water Dispenser on the
appliance control display (LEDs
above the button are illuminated).

2. Begin filling the system by pressing
and holding a drinking glass against
the water dispenser paddle.

3. Keep the glass in this position
until the water comes out of
the dispenser.

Your appliance has an automatic ice
maker that will provide a sufficient supply
of ice for normal use. The unit will not
produce ice during the first 24 hours of
initial operation.

Turning Your Ice Maker On

After you have completed connecting

the plumbing, you must open the water
supply valve. To turn the ice maker on,
press ICE MAKER on the appliance
control display until the LEDs above ICE
MAKER illuminate. New plumbing connec-
tions may cause the first production of
ice cubes to be discolored or have an odd
flavor. Discard these first cubes until the
cubes produced are free of discoloration
and taste.

Turning Your Ice Maker Off

To turn the ice maker off, press ICE
MAKER on the appliance control display
until the LEDs above ICE MAKER turn off.
Separately, the ice maker automatically
stops producing ice when the bin is full,
and then restarts when the level of ice
drops.

Crispers have an auto humidity control
at the rear of each crisper under the
humidity control cover.

To remove the CrispSeal drawer for cleaning:
1. Pull the drawer out until it stops.

2. Lift the front slightly and remove
the drawer.

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To remove the auto humidity control
membrane for cleaning:

1.  Reach to the back of humidity
control cover.

2. Place fingers between the humidity
control and the back wall; pull up
on cover.

You can remove all of these bins for easy
cleaning. Adjust the bins as needed.

Door bins are ideal for storing jars,
bottles, cans, and large drink containers.
They also allow quick selection of
frequently used items.

Adjustable door bins (varies by model)

You can move adjustable door bins to suit
individual needs.

To move door bin side to side:

1. Tilt the bin up so the back of the
bin is off the door but the hook is
still engaged.

2. Slide the bin along the rail to the
desired position.

3. Lower bin back into place.
To move door bin up or down:
1. Lift the bin up disengaging the hook.

2. Move the bin to the desired
rail location.

3. Push the bin hook into the rail
engaging the hook.

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Ideas for storing foods
Fresh food storage

Keep the fresh food compartment
between 34°F and 44°F with an
optimum temperature of 37°F.

Avoid overcrowding the refrigerator
shelves, which reduces air circulation
and causes uneven cooling.

Avoid placing food in front of
air ports. (See CONTROLS AND
SETTINGS for illustration.)

Fruits and vegetables

Store fruits and vegetables in crispers,
where trapped moisture helps
preserve food quality for longer time
periods.

Do not wash items until ready to use.
Remove excess water before placing
them inside the unit.

Wrap any items with strong odors or
high moisture content.

Meat

Wrap raw meat and poultry separately
and securely to prevent leaks and
contamination of other foods or surfaces.

Frozen food storage

Keep the freezer compartment at
O°F or lower.

A freezer operates most efficiently
when it is at least % full.

Packaging foods for freezing

To minimize food dehydration and
quality deterioration, use aluminum
foil, freezer wrap, freezer bags, or
airtight containers. Force as much air
out of the packages as possible and
seal them tightly. Trapped air

can cause food to dry out, change
color, and develop an “off” flavor
(freezer burn).

Wrap fresh meats and poultry with

suitable freezer wrap prior to freezing.

Do not refreeze completely
thawed meat.

Loading the freezer

Prior to grocery shopping, we
recommend you activate Freeze
Boost to freeze your food faster It
will remain active for up to 24 hours.

Activating Freeze Boost will help the
freezer more efficiently maintain the
selected temperature after placing
new purchases with pre-existing
frozen foods.

Avoid adding too much warm food to
the freezer at one time. This overloads
the freezer, slows the rate of freezing,
and can raise the temperature of
frozen foods.

Leave a space between packages, so
cold air can circulate freely, allowing
food to freeze as quickly as possible.

Ideas for saving energy
Installation

Locate the refrigerator in the coolest
part of the room, out of direct
sunlight, and away from heating ducts
or registers.

Do not place the refrigerator next to
heat-producing appliances such as a
range, oven, or dishwasher. If this is
not possible, a section of cabinetry or
an added layer of insulation between
the two appliances will help the
refrigerator operate more efficiently.

Level the refrigerator so that the
doors close tightly.

Temperature settings

Refer to the CONTROLS AND SETTINGS
for procedures on temperature settings.

Food storage

Avoid overcrowding the refrigerator
or blocking cold air vents. Doing so

causes the refrigerator to run longer
and use more energy.

Cover foods and wipe containers
dry before placing them in the
refrigerator. This cuts down on
moisture build-up inside the unit.

Organize the refrigerator to reduce
door openings. Remove as many
items as needed at one time and close
the door as soon as possible.

Do not place a hot container directly
on a cold shelf. Remember, such an
extreme temperature change may
damage the glass.
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Understanding the sounds
coming from the refrigerator

High-efficiency refrigerators may introduce
unfamiliar sounds. These sounds normally
indicate the refrigerator is operating
correctly. Some surfaces on floors, walls,
and kitchen cabinets may make these
sounds more noticeable.

The following is a list of major components
in the refrigerator and the sounds they
can cause:

A Evaporator Refrigerant through
the evaporator may create a
boiling or gurgling sound.

B Evaporator fan You may hear
sounds of air being forced
through the refrigerator by
the evaporator.

C Defrost heaters During defrost
cycles, water dripping onto the
defrost heaters may cause a
hissing or sizzling sound. After
defrosting, a popping sound
may occur.

D Automatic ice maker When
ice has been produced, you may
hear sounds of ice cubes falling
into the ice bin. The ice maker
fan, water valve activation, and
refrigerant gas fluid may create
sounds from its operation.

E Electronic control & automatic
defrost control These parts can
produce a snapping or clicking
sound when turning the cooling
system on and off.

F Compressor High-efficiency
compressors run much faster
than previous models. The
compressor may have a
noticeable hum or pulsating
sound during operation.

G Water valves They make a
buzzing sound each time they
open to fill the ice maker.

H Drain pan (not removable)
You may hear sounds of water
dripping into the drain pan
during the defrost cycle.
