Some furnliure comes with helght
adjusetment knobs undemeath each
leg. To lower or o ralse each leg, you
need lo turn clockwlse or
counlerclockwise, respeclively.

Posllon each part comectly and Insert
screws or bolts Into thelr respective
hoes by hand tlghten or using the
praper hand tool. Only Ughten when
step is completed or when instructed
o do so.

Use cardboard or carpet area when
assembling furniture to prevent
scratches . Make sure the furnifure
reats on a flal and level surface wilh
each leg evenly touching the floor.

Make sure all parts are properdy
aligned, then use the appropriate
hand tool to completely tiahten the
bolts or screws, Do not use power
leols and do nol overtghilen,

Save the Instructions and store the Allen
wrench or any suppliad tool for later
malntenance, After lwo weeks, check and
tighten any loose hardware and repeat
agaln every slx months thereafter.
