The door of the appliance is not
closed properly.

u Close the appliance door.

Insufficient ventilation. u Clear and clean the ventilation grille.
The ambient temperature is too high. u Solution: (see 1.3)
The appliance was opened too
frequently or for too long.

u Wait to see whether the required temperature resets
itself by itself. If not, contact the customer service
department (see Maintenance).

The temperature is incorrectly set. u Set to a colder temperature and check after 24 hours
The appliance is too near to a heat
source (stove, heater etc).

u Change location of appliance or the heat source.

The appliance was not properly
installed in the recess.

u Make sure the appliance was installed correctly and
the door closes properly.

The appliance is not switched on. u Switch on the appliance.

Troubleshooting.
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Problem Possible Cause Correction
The interior light
does not turn
on.

The door was open for longer than 15
min.

u The interior light automatically switches itself off if
the door remains open for approx. 15 min.

The LED interior light is faulty or the
cover is damaged: WARNING

Risk of injury from electrical shock.
Live parts are under the cover.
u The LED interior light should only be replaced or

repaired by the Customer Service department or by
engineers trained to do so.

8.1 Vacation Tips
Short vacations: If you will be away for less than four
weeks
u Use all perishables.

u Clean the appliance (see 6.2) .
u Leave the door open to prevent unpleasant odors.
w This will also keep mold from building up.

8.2 Switch off device
u On/Off button Fig. 2 (1) press and hold down

for about 2 seconds.
w A long beep sounds. The temperature display

is dark The appliance is switched off

w If the appliance cannot be switched off, the
Child Safety function is still activated
(see 5.2) .

8.3 Decommissioning
u Empty the appliance.
u Switch off the appliance (see Putting appliance out of

service).
u Pull out the power plug.
u Clean the appliance (see 6.2) .

u Leave the door open to prevent bad smells.

9 Disposing of the appliance
Follow the local regulations for the disposal of appliances.
Old appliances can be dangerous. Contact the local
refuse collection department for additional information.
