NOTE: Ifinstalling screen on a Chief F-series swing arm mount, proceed to Step 2.

1. Chief Q, Button Installation (Used with M -series mounts):
Using a 10-24 button head cap screw inserted from back side of bracket, secure mounting button, with
chamfered hole of mounting button (larger surface) facing bracket (four places) (see Figure 2 & Figure3).
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2. Bracket Installation: Place nylon spacers over mounting holes of screen and attach brackets to back of display
using the nylon spacers along with the M6 screws (see Figure 4 & Figure 5). Do not over
tighten screws. Stack spacersif needed.
