Attach
brackets to wall using supplied fasten-
ers based on measurements in dia-
gram below. Ensure you hit studs or
insert appropriately sized reinforcing
hardware.

Lift screen onto brackets and slide to
center on the wall.

Remove the pre-mask layer from the
screen surface.

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Flying Mount

Note: Ceiling mounts must be installed
such that each will hold at least 100 Ibs.
Install ceiling mounts at approximately
1/2 screen width apart centered above
the viewing area.

Loosen the cap on the top of the flying
mount.

Slip the cable into the Flying Mount and
pull through the slot on the back until the
screen hangs at desired height. If you
pull too far the screen can be lowered
by pushing down the button on the top
of the flying mount which allows the ca-
ble to be pulled back up through the
bracket.

Tighten the cap back up to prevent the
button from being pushed in.

We recommend you don't cut the extra
cables for future adjustability. Simply
tape the extra cable to the back of the
screen.
