   What you need to know about the safety instructions   

 Please read this manual thoroughly to ensure that you know how to safely and efficiently 

operate the extensive features and functions of your new appliance. Please store the 

manual in a safe location close to the appliance for future reference. Use this appliance 

only for its intended purpose as described in this instruction manual.   

 Warnings and Important Safety Instructions in this manual do not cover all possible 

conditions and situations that may occur. It is your responsibility to use common sense, 

caution, and care when installing, maintaining, and operating your washer.   

 Because the following operating instructions cover various models, the characteristics of 

your washer may differ slightly from those described in this manual and not all warning 

signs may be applicable. If you have any questions or concerns, contact your nearest 

service center or find help and information online at www.samsung.com.

    To reduce the risk of fire, electric shock, or injury to persons when using your appliance, 
follow basic precautions, including the following:    

1.    Read all instructions before using this appliance.   

2.    Do not wash or dry articles that have been previously cleaned in, washed in, soaked 

in, or spotted with gasoline, dry-cleaning solvents, other flammable or explosive 

substances as they give off vapors that could ignite or explode.   

3.    Do not allow children to play on or in the appliance. Close supervision of children is 

necessary when the appliance is used near children.   

4.    Before the appliance is removed from service or discarded, remove the lid of the 

washing or drying compartment.   

5.    Do not reach into the appliance if the drum is moving.   

6.    Do not install or store this appliance where it will be exposed to the weather.   

7.    Do not tamper with the controls.   

8.    Do not repair or replace any part of the appliance or attempt any servicing unless it is 

specifically recommended in the user-maintenance instructions or in published user-

repair instructions that you understand and have the skills to carry out.   

9.    Do not add gasoline, dry-cleaning solvents, or other flammable or explosive substances 

to the wash water. These substances give off vapors that could ignite or explode.   

10.    Under certain conditions, hydrogen gas may be produced in a hot water system 

that has not been used for 2 weeks or more. HYDROGEN GAS IS EXPLOSIVE. If the 

hot water system has not been used for 2 weeks or more, before using a washer or 

combination washer-dryer, turn on all hot water faucets and let the water flow from 

each for several minutes. This will release any accumulated hydrogen gas. As the gas is 

flammable, do not smoke or use an open flame during this time.

    Critical installation warnings   

   WARNING   

   Plug the power cord into an AC 120 V / 60 Hz/wall socket rated at 15 amps or higher. Use 

the socket for this appliance only. In addition, do not use an extension cord.   

•    Sharing a wall socket with other appliances, using a power strip, or extending the 

power cord may result in electric shock or fire.   

•    Do not use an electric transformer. It may result in electric shock or fire.   

•    Ensure that the power voltage, frequency, and current match the product’s 

specifications. Failing to do so may result in electric shock or fire.   

   Have this appliance installed by a qualified technician or service company.

•    If a child places a plastic bag over his or her head, the child may suffocate.   
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   Do not insert your hand or a metal object under the washer while it is operating.

   If any foreign substance such as water enters the appliance in any area other than the tub, 

unplug the power plug and contact your nearest Samsung service center.

   If the water supply hose comes loose from the faucet and floods the appliance, unplug the 

power plug.   

•    Failing to do so may result in electric shock or fire.   

   For waterproof fabrics, only use the WATERPROOF cycle.    

•    Do not use other cycles for waterproof fabrics. This may result in injury or damage to 

the washer, walls, floor, or clothing due to abnormal vibrations.    

•    Set the temperature and spin according to the attached care label.    

•     WARNING  : Failure to closely follow these instructions may result in an abnormal 

vibrating and out-of-balance condition that could result in physical injury, property 

damage, and/or appliance damage.   

   Remove your hands from the top of the washing machine before closing the lid.   

•    This will prevent any hand injury that may occur when closing the lid.   

      Usage cautions   

   CAUTION   

   If the washer is contaminated by a foreign substance such as detergent, dirt, food waste, 

etc., unplug the power plug and clean the washer using a damp, soft cloth.   

•    Failing to do so may result in discoloration, deformation, damage, or rust.   

   The clear portion of the lid can be broken by a strong impact. Take care when using the 

washer.   

•    If the clear portion is cracked or broken, it may result in injury.   
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   After a water supply failure or when reconnecting the water supply hose, open the faucet 

slowly.   

 Open the faucet slowly after a long period of non-use.   

•    The air pressure in the water supply hose or the water pipe may result in damage to a 

part or in water leakage.   

   If a drain error occurs during an operation, check if there is a draining problem.   

•    If the washer is used when it is flooded because of a draining problem, it may result in 

electric shock or fire due to electric leakage.   

   Do not insert your hand under the washer.   

•    This may result in injury.   

   Insert the laundry into the washer completely so that laundry does not get caught in the 

lid.   

•    If laundry gets caught in the lid, it may result in damage to the laundry or the washer, 

or result in water leakage.   

   Ensure that the faucet is turned off when the washer is not being used.   

•    Ensure that the water supply hose connectors are properly tightened.   

•    Failing to do so may result in property damage or injury.   

   Open the faucet and check if the water supply hose connector is firmly tightened and that 

there is no water leaking before using the product.   

•    If the water supply hose connectors are loose, it may result in water leakage.   

   Do not stand on top of the appliance or place objects (such as laundry, lighted candles, 

lighted cigarettes, dishes, chemicals, metal objects, etc.) on the appliance.   

•    This may result in electric shock, fire, problems with the product, or injury.   

   Do not operate the appliance with wet hands.   

•    This may result in electric shock.   

   Do not spray volatile material such as insecticide onto the surface of the appliance.   

•    As well as being harmful to humans, it may also result in electric shock, fire, or 

problems with the product.   

   Do not place an object that generates an electromagnetic field near the washer.   

•    This may result in injury due to a malfunction.   

   Since the water drained during a high-temperature wash or drying cycle is hot, do not 

touch the water.   
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•    This may result in burns or injury.   

   Do not operate the washer if the detergent dispenser is removed.   

•    This may result in electric shock or injury due to water leakage.   

   Do not insert your hand into the detergent dispenser after opening it.   

•    This may result in injury as your hand may be caught.   

   Do not place any non-laundry objects, such as shoes, food waste, or animals into the 

washer.   

•    This can cause abnormal vibrations that can damage the washer, and, in the case of 

pets, cause severe injury or death.   

   Do not press the buttons using sharp objects such as pins, knifes, fingernails, etc.   

•    This may result in electric shock or injury.   

   Do not wash laundry contaminated by oils, creams, or lotions usually found in skincare 

shops or massage clinics.   

•    This may result in the rubber seal becoming deformed and water leakage.   

   Do not leave metal objects (safety pins, hair pins, etc.) or bleach in the tub for long periods 

of time.   

•    This may cause the tub to rust.   

•    If rust appears on the surface of the tub, apply a neutral cleansing agent to the surface 

and use a sponge to clean it. Never use a metal brush.   

   Do not use dry cleaning detergent in the tub and do not wash, rinse, or spin laundry 

contaminated by dry cleaning detergent.   

•    This may result in spontaneous combustion or ignition due to heat from the oxidation 

of the oil.   

   Do not use hot water from water cooling/heating devices.   

•    This may result in problems with the washer.   

   Do not use natural hand-washing soap in the washer.   

•    If it hardens and accumulates inside the washer, it may cause problems with the 

product, discoloration, rust, or bad odors.   

   Do not wash large laundry items such as bedding in the washing net.   

•    Failing to do so may result in injury due to abnormal vibrations.   

•    Place smaller items, such as lace socks and lingerie in the washing net.   

   Do not use hardened detergent.   
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•    If it accumulates inside the washer, it may result in water leakage.   

   Do not wash throw rugs or doormats in the washer.   

•    If you wash throw rugs or doormats, the sand will accumulate inside the washer. It may 

result in error such as no draining.   

      Critical cleaning warnings   

   WARNING   

   Do not clean the appliance by spraying water directly onto it.   

 Do not use a strong acid cleaning agent.   

 Do not use benzene, paint thinner, or alcohol to clean the appliance.   

•    This may result in discoloration, deformation, damage, electric shock, or fire.   

   Before cleaning or performing maintenance, unplug the appliance from the wall socket.   

•    Failing to do so may result in electric shock or fire.      
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   Installation   

 Follow these instructions carefully to ensure proper installation of your washer and to 

prevent accidents when using it.   

   WARNING   

  Certain internal parts are intentionally not grounded and may present a risk of electric 

shock only during servicing. Service personnel – Do not contact the following parts while 

the appliance is energized: Control board, heat sink, motor, inlet valve, heater and pump.   

    Unpacking your washer   

 Unpack your washer and inspect it for shipping damage. Make sure you have received all 

the items shown on the next page. If your washer was damaged during shipping, or you 

do not have all of the items, call 1-800-726-7864 (1-800-SAMSUNG).   

 To prevent personal injury or strain, wear protective gloves whenever lifting or carrying 

the unit.   

   WARNING   

  Packing materials can be dangerous to children; Keep all packing material (plastic bags, 

polystyrene, etc.) well out of children’s reach.   

    

    CAUTION   

  You must have at least 2 people unpack 

the washer. To remove the cushion bottom 

of the packing materials, do not tip the 

washer over on its front side.   

 When you lay the washer down to remove 

the carton base, protect the side of the 

washer and lay it down carefully. Never 

lay your washer on its back or front.

      CAUTION   

•     Do not reuse old water hoses, which may leak or burst, causing flooding and/or 

property damage.    

•    Make sure rubber washers are inserted in each coupling of both water hoses.         
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   Installation requirements   

   Electrical supply and grounding   

•    AC 120 V / 60 Hz / 15 AMP fuse or circuit breaker is required.   

•    Use an individual branch circuit. Connect only the washer to the circuit.   

   To ensure proper grounding, the washer comes with a power cord featuring a three-prong 

grounding plug for use in a properly installed and grounded outlet.   

 Check with a qualified electrician or service person if you are not sure about the 

grounding.   

 Do not modify the provided plug. If it does not fit the outlet, call a qualified electrician to 

install a proper outlet.   

   WARNING   

•     Do NOT use an extension cord.   

•    Use only the power cord that comes with the washer.   

•    Do NOT connect the ground wire to plastic plumbing, gas lines, or hot water pipes.   

•    Improperly connected grounding conductors may cause electric shock.   

•    To prevent unnecessary risk of fire, electrical shock, or personal injury, all wiring 

and grounding must be done in accordance with local codes, or in the absence of 

local codes, in accordance with the National Electrical Code, ANSI/NFPA No. 70-Latest 

Revision (for the U.S.) or the Canadian Electrical Code CSA C22.1 – Latest Revisions 

and local codes and ordinances. It is your responsibility to provide adequate electrical 

service for your washer.   

       Water supply   

 Proper water pressure for this washer is between 20-116 psi (137-800 kPa). Water 

pressure less than 20 psi (137 kPa) may cause the water valve not to close completely. 

or it may take longer to fill the drum, causing the washer to turn off. Water taps must be 

within 4 ft. (122 cm) from the rear of the washer so that the provided inlet hoses reach 

the washer.   

 To reduce the risk of leaks:   

•    Make sure water taps are easily accessible.   

•    Turn off the taps when the washer is not in use.   

•    Check for any leaks at the water inlet hose fittings on a regular basis.   

     CAUTION   

  Before using the washer for the first time, check all connections at the water valve and 

taps for any leaks.     
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   Drain   

 Samsung recommends a standpipe 39 in. (990 mm) high. The drain hose must be 

connected through the hose clip to the standpipe, and the standpipe must fully cover the 

drain hose.   

    Flooring   

 For best performance, the washer must be installed on a solid floor. Wood floors may 

need to be reinforced to minimize vibration and/or unbalanced loads. Carpeting and soft 

tile surfaces do not provide good resistance to vibrations and may cause the washer to 

move slightly during the spin cycle.   

   CAUTION   

  Do NOT install the washer on a platform or a poorly supported structure.   

     Water temperature   

 Do not install the washer in areas where water may freeze as the washer always retains 

some water in its water valves, pumps, and/or hoses. Frozen water can cause damage to 

belts, the pump, and other components of the washer.

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   Step-by-step installation   

STEP 1     Select a location   

 Location requirements:   

•    A solid, level surface without carpeting or flooring that may obstruct ventilation   

•    No direct sunlight   

•    Adequate room for ventilation and wiring   

•    Ambient temperature always higher than the freezing point (32 °F / 0 °C)   

•    Away from heat sources   

STEP 2         Connect the water hose

    CAUTION   

•     Make sure to use new water hoses and 

that  rubber gaskets (B)  are inside the 

 couplings (A)  at both ends of the hoses. 

Water hoses without the gaskets may 

leak.   

•    Allow 6 in. (150 mm) of space between 

the back of the washer and the wall to 

prevent water hoses from being kinked. 

Kinked hoses may cause water leaks.   

•    If there is a water leak, stop using the 

washer and contact a local Samsung 

service center. A water leak may cause 

electric shock.   

•    Do not stretch the water hoses by force. 

If a hose is too short, replace the hose 

with a longer hose.       
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1.     Attach the water hoses to the hot and 

cold water taps, and then hand tighten 

the water hose fittings until they are 

tight. Then, use pliers to tighten the 

fittings by an additional two-thirds of a 

turn. To avoid damaging the fittings, do 

not overtighten them.   

2.    Pull the water hoses to check if they 

are firmly connected.      

    

3.     Put the other ends of the hoses into 

a bucket, and then open the water 

taps for 10 - 15 seconds to remove 

impurities. When done, close the taps.      
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4.     Attach the water hoses to the hot and 

cold water inlets on the back of the 

washer, and then hand tighten the 

water hose fittings until they are tight. 

Then, use pliers to tighten the fittings 

by an additional two-thirds of a turn.   

     NOTE   

•     If you are not going to use the hot 

water, block the hot water supply 

intake with the water intake cap. 

Otherwise, there is a risk of water leak.   

•    Make sure to set the water temperature 

to Cold after blocking the hot water 

supply intake. Otherwise, the amount 

of supplied water could be low, or the 

water could not supply at all.       

    

5.     Open the water taps, and check for 

leaks.      
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STEP 3       Connect the drain hose   

    

   To a Laundry Tub or Drain Pipe    

1.    Check the  height (A)  of your drain 

system and make sure the minimum 

and maximum heights shown below are 

met.   

 Minimum    39 in. (99 cm)   

 Maximum    96 in. (245 cm)   

   NOTE   

•     Make sure to measure the height from 

the floor where the washer is placed.   

•    Draining efficiency may be reduced if 

the drain system is at the maximum 

height.   

•    To prevent the washer from siphoning 

water, do not use a drain system below 

the minimum height.       

    

2.     Attach the drain hose to the  plastic 
hose guide (B) .

 (*): Min. 6 in. (152 mm), Max. 8 in.

3.     Route the drain hose to the drain 

system.   

     CAUTION   

•     If using a standpipe, make sure the 

standpipe and drain hose connection is 

not airtight.   

•    If using a standpipe, make sure the 

drain hose is inserted at least 6 in. 

(152 mm) but no more than 8 in. 

(203 mm) into the standpipe.   

4.       Secure the drain hose with cable ties.

   Over the edge of a wash basin    

 The drain hose must be placed no lower 

than 24 in. (60 cm) and no higher than 

35 in. (90 cm) from the floor. To keep 

the spout of the drain hose bent, use the 

supplied plastic  hose guide (A) . Secure the 

guide to the wall using a hook to ensure 

stable drainage.    

STEP 4        Level the washer   

  Leveling models without adjustable nuts

1.     Slide the washer into position.   

2.    Open the lid of the washer, and then 

pour the water into the tub until the 

blades of the pulsator on the bottom of 

the washer are about half covered.   

3.    If the washer is level, the  pulsator (A)  
will be positioned at the center of the 

tub as shown in the figure and the 

water will appear level in the tub. That 

is, the water will reach the same height 

on all sides of the tub.

4.     If the washer is not level, turn 

the appropriate leveling feet 

 clockwise (B)  to lower the washer, or 

 counterclockwise (C)  to raise the washer 

so that it is level.   

5.    Once you have the washer leveled, 

push down on all 4 corners to ensure 

that all 4 feet are touching the floor. If 

the washer rocks when you push down 

on a corner, adjust the leveling foot at 

that corner so the foot is firmly on the 

floor.   

     NOTE   

•     You can also level the washer by lining 

a level up with the seam that runs 

between the top of the washer and the 

body of the washer and checking if the 

washer is level on all 4 sides.   

•    See the diagram above, left. After you 

have checked all 4 sides and leveled the 

washer, perform Step 5 above.       
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  Installing the leg ring to the leveling feet (applicable models only)

A.    Water drip pan   

B.    Bulge height less than 5/8”      

•     When using a water drip pan, install the 

leg rings to the leveling feet to adjust 

the height of the washer.   

•    You can find the leg rings in the 

accessory bag provided with the 

product.

1.     Slightly lift the washer, and then turn 

the  leveling feet (C)  counterclockwise to 

separate it from the washer.

2.     Place the  leg ring (D)  to the leveling 

feet.      
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3.     Turn the leg ring counterclockwise to 

the bottom of the leveling feet.      

    

4.     Put the leveling feet back to the 

washer, and then turn it clockwise until 

it is fully retracted.      
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STEP 5    Power on   

 Plug the power cord into an AC 120 V / 60 Hz / 15 AMP approved electrical outlet 

protected by a 15-amp fuse or circuit breaker. Then, press  Power  to turn on the washer.    

STEP 6      Run a test cycle   

 Run a test cycle as follows to check if your washer is properly installed.    

1.    Load about 6 lb. of laundry into the tub.   

2.    Press  Power  to turn on your washer.   

3.    Turn the  Cycle Selector  to  RINSE+SPIN .   

4.    Press and hold  Start/Pause (Hold to Start)  to start the test cycle.   

5.    The washer should not rock or vibrate excessively when water is supplied or when 

washing and spinning, and should drain well during the spin cycle.   

     NOTE   

•     If water leaks while water is being supplied or drained, check the water connections. 

See “  Connect the water hose” on page   19.   

•    If the washer rocks and vibrates excessively, level your washer again. See “  Level the 
washer” on page   23.          
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   Before you start   

   Initial settings   

   Run calibration (recommended)   

  Calibration  ensures accurate weight detection by the washer. Make sure the tub is empty 

before running calibration.   

1.    Press  Power  to turn on the washer.   

2.    Press and hold  Temp.  and  Delay End  simultaneously for 3 seconds.    

3.    Press and hold  Start/Pause (Hold to Start)  to start calibration.   

-    The tub rotates clockwise or counterclockwise for approximately 2 minutes.   

4.      When complete, “ 0 ” appears on the display, and the washer turns off automatically.   

       Laundry guidelines   

STEP 1     Sort   

  Sort the laundry according to these criteria:   

•    Care label: sort the laundry into cottons, mixed fibers, synthetics, silks, wools, and 

rayon.   

•    Color: Separate whites from colors.   

•    Size: Mixing different sized items together in the tub improves washing performance.   

•    Sensitivity: Wash delicate items separately. For pure new woolen items, curtains, and 

silk items, check the labels on the items.   

     NOTE   

  Make sure to check the care label on all clothing, and sort clothing accordingly before 

starting the wash.   

STEP 2        Empty pockets   

  Empty all the pockets of your laundry items   

•    Metal objects such as coins, pins, and buckles on clothing may damage other laundry 

items as well as the tub.   

     Turn clothing with buttons and embroideries inside out   

•    If pants or jacket zippers are open while washing, the tub may be damaged. Zippers 

should be closed and fixed with a string.   

•    Clothing with long strings may become entangled with other clothes. Make sure to tie 

the strings before starting the wash.        
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STEP 3    Use a laundry net   

•    Brassieres (water washable) must be placed in a laundry net. Metal parts of the 

brassieres may break through and tear other laundry items.   

•    Cashmilon, large volume items, and lightweight clothes (lace-decorated clothes, 

lingerie, nylon stockings, and synthetic fabrics) may float during washing and not wash 

properly. Use the laundry net or wash them separately.   

•    Do not wash the laundry net by itself without other laundry. This can cause abnormal 

vibrations that could cause the washer to move and result in injury.   

     CAUTION   

  Make sure to soak inflatable items (such as blankets, and cotton-filled or microfiber quilts) 

in water before you run a cycle.   

•    Inflatable items may damage the laundry or the washer during the washing or spinning 

process.   

•    Regardless of the size, it is safer to wash blankets or quilts one item at a time. This will 

also get them cleaner. Two different-sized blankets in the same load can cause the load 

to become unbalanced, compromising the spinning process.   

     To put a blanket in your washer   

 Fold the blanket as shown, and then put it below the  plastic ring (A)  at the top of the tub.

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   NOTE   

  Do not wash different types of bedding (blankets, sheets, comforters/duvets) together. 

They can get unbalanced in the tub and cause poor spinning results.   

•    Separate the beddings by their type before washing.   

-    If an item is bulky and absorbs large amounts of water during washing, wash that 

item individually.   

-    Do not wash light items with items that hardly absorb water together.   

-    Do not wash duvets or comforters with their covers or bed sheets.   

STEP 4            Prewash (if necessary)   

•    To remove stains and dirt on collars, sleeves, hems, and pockets, apply detergent 

lightly, let sit for a minute, and then brush off carefully.   

•    Use powder or liquid detergents. Do not use soap. Soap can remain on the tub after 

washing.   

•    To prewash white socks, sleeves, and collars apply a little detergent, and then brush 

carefully.   

     CAUTION   

  Make sure the laundry is inserted completely.   

•    Any exposed part of the laundry can cause damage to the washer or the laundry itself 

or cause a water leak.   

•    Make sure the laundry does not extend past the plastic ring at the top of the tub.   

STEP 5         Determine the load capacity   

 Make sure the laundry does not extend past the plastic ring at the top of the tub. If it does, 

it can cause the washing machine to wash improperly or cause damage to the washer or 

the laundry itself or cause a water leak.   

   NOTE   

  When washing bedding or bedding covers, the wash time may be lengthened or the spin 

efficiency may be reduced.   

 For bedding or bedding covers, the recommended load capacity is 7.5 lb (3.5 kg) or less.   

    CAUTION   

  If the laundry is unbalanced and the “ UB ” information code is displayed, redistribute the 

load. Unbalanced laundry can reduce spinning performance.      
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STEP 6    Add the correct detergent type   

 The type of detergent you use - general purpose, specifically for woolens, etc. - depends 

on the type of fabric (cotton, synthetic, delicate items, wool), color, wash temperature, and 

degree of soiling. Regardless of the specific type of detergent you use, always use “low 

suds” HE laundry detergent which is designed for automatic washers.   

   NOTE   

•     Follow the detergent manufacturer’s recommendations based on the weight of the 

laundry, the degree of soiling, and the hardness of the water in your local area. If you 

are not sure about the water hardness, contact your local water authority.   

•    Do not use detergent that tends to harden or solidify. This detergent may remain in the 

washer after the rinse cycle, blocking the drain outlet.   

     Use HE detergent only   

    

  Your washer is designed to use high 

efficiency (HE) detergents.   

•    For the best cleaning results, use a high 

efficiency detergent such as Tide HE, 

Wisk HE, Cheer HE or Gain HE*. High 

efficiency detergents contain suds 

suppressors that reduce or eliminate 

suds. When fewer suds are produced, 

the load tumbles more efficiently and 

cleaning is maximized. (*Brand names 

are trademarks of their respective 

manufacturers.)   

     WARNING   

  For best results, use HE detergents only. 

Do not use non-HE detergent, organic 

detergent, natural detergent or HE 

detergents with natural ingredients (such 

as vinegar, baking soda).     
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   Detergent drawer guidelines   

  The washer provides a two-compartment dispenser for detergent and fabric softener. The 

bleach compartment is located on the left side of the tub.

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   ATC (Auto Temperature Control)   

 ATC enables the washer to control water temperatures in each washing cycle using the 

internal thermistor. It is designed to maintain certain washing temperatures for best 

results.   

   NOTE   

•     If you select  NORMAL  or  HEAVY DUTY , you may notice the washer supplying cold 

water. This is normal because the machine is designed to reduce power consumption. In 

these cycles, the water temperature for Level 5 is similar to bath-water temperatures, 

and Level 3 is similar to comfortable swimming pool temperatures.    

•    To wash clothes at a specific temperature, you must choose a different cycle first.    

       Child Lock    

 The  Child Lock  function locks the washer door to prevent children from climbing into and 

suffocating inside the tub.   

  Activating the Child Lock function   

 Press and hold  Temp.  and  Rinse  simultaneously for approximately 3 seconds.   

•    When you activate the  Child Lock  function, the   Child Lock  indicator blinks.    

     Using the Child Lock function   

 If the lid is opened when the  Child Lock  function is on, “ dC ” is displayed and an alarm 

sounds.   

•    If the water level in the tub is above the safe water level, “ dC ” is displayed on the LED 

display and the washer starts to drain water by force after 30 seconds.   

•    If the water level in the tub is above the safe water level and the  Child Lock  function is 

turned on while the lid is open, “ CL ” is displayed on the LED display, even if the washer 

is turned off, and the washer drains water by force.   

•    When  Child Lock  is on and the washer is off, if the water in the tub is above the safe 

water level and the lid is opened, “ CL ” is displayed on the LED display. No alarm 

sounds, but the washer drains the water. When the draining operation finishes, the 

power automatically turns off again.

(Hold to Start)  button will not work.   

•    After the compulsory drain, “ CL ” blinks at 1 second intervals and the washer enters the 

“ CL ” mode. (When the washer is in the “ CL ” mode, only the  Power  button works.)   

•    To cancel the “ CL ” mode, turn the power off and then on again.   

•    To cancel the “ dC ” mode, deactivate the  Child Lock  function. To deactivate the  Child 

Lock  function, press and hold  Temp.  and  Rinse  simultaneously for at least 3 seconds.      
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  Deactivating the Child Lock function   

 Press and hold both  Temp.  and  Rinse  simultaneously for approximately 3 seconds.   

•    When you deactivate the  Child Lock  function, the   Child Lock  indicator is turned off.   

•    The  Child Lock  function prevents children or the infirm from accidently operating the 

washer and injuring themselves.   

     WARNING   

  If a child enters the washer, the child may become trapped and suffocate.   

    CAUTION   

•     Once you have activated the  Child Lock  function, it continues working even if the 

power is turned off.   

•    Forcing the lid open can result in injury or damage to the product.

1.    Remove all items from the washer tub and ensure the tub is empty. Laundry left in the 

tub during the  SELF CLEAN  cycle may be damaged.   

2.    Press  Power  to turn on the washer.
