Operating Instructions for Rocker Recliner
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How to use Memory Function
Press and hold Memory 1 button and Memory 2 button for 3 seconds. The buzzer in the Remote will keep ringing 
to indicate that the hand control is in “set” mode. Press and hold the desired memory button to set the memory position. 
The buzzer will ring two times from control box. 
To go to a preset Memory 1 & Memory 2 position, press and hold the desired memory button M1 & M2. 

How to pair the new remote
Disconnect the power, then Press and hold the "Lower Headrest" button and "Raise Headrest" buttons for 5 seconds, the 
buzzer in the remote will ring two times. Connect the power, the buzzer in control box will ring three times, and then the 
remote will ring one time. The pairing is finished.

AIR MASSAGE: Press the air massage button to activate air massage function. Press again to cycle intensity through low 
(light is green), high (light is red), and off (light is off).
When user operates lumbar, will eliminate massage motion if it has been in use.
Massage working time: 20 min.

HEAT BUTTON: Press the heat button to activate heat function. Press again to cycle intensity through low (light is 
green), high (light is red), and off (light is off). 
Heat working time: 30 min.

TROUBLESHOOTING

The AC cable end is not plugged in.The power light is not on.
 Select another outlet with normal

power supply and plug it into the
AC side of the power supply.

The iron frame rests are deformed.

The recliner stretches or
shrinks and stutters.

The handle cannot be
paired with the recliner.

Loud noise during
massage work (clearly
different from noise during
normal operation)

Replace the iron frame.

POSSIBLE FACTORS SOLUTIONPROBLEM

Replace the motor.

Remove interference sources such as 
metal and electrical appliances between
the handle and the recliner, or change
the pairing environment and try again.
Hold the handle close to the recliner
(usually within 10 meters) and re-pair.

There is an even pause when the
backrest or leg rest is opened. It is
possible that the motor hall sensor 
is damaged.

Signal interference.
The pairing distance is out of range.

Faulty air pump Replace the air pump

Heating does not work The heating pad line and the
control box are disconnected.

Check the connection between the
heating power cord and the control box
to make sure the connection is secure.

The air massage does
not work

The control button and the control
box wiring are disconnected.

Check the wiring of the massage
control switch and the control box to
make sure the connection is secure.
