To ensure that critical air gaps are maintained

under the appliance, we recommend that this

appliance is mounted on a solid base and that

the feet do not sink into any carpet or soft floor-

ing.

The kitchen floor must be able to carry the

weight of the appliance plus the additional weight

of cookware and bake ware and food.

e |fan appliance hood is to befitted, refer to
the manufacturer's instructions regarding
fixing height.

e The appliance corresponds to device class 1,

i.e. it may be placed with the rear and one
side to kitchen walls, kitchen furniture or
equipment of any size. The kitchen furniture
or equipment on the other side may only be
of the same size or smaller.

The air for combustion is taken from the room air
and the exhaust gases are emitted directly info
the room.

Good room ventilation is essential for safe opera-
tion of your appliance. if there is no window or
door available for room ventilation, an extra
ventilation must he instalied.

Do not install this appiiance in a room below
ground level unless it is open to ground level on
al least one side. Failure to install correctly is
dangerous and could result in prosecution.

Clearances & Dimensions

Dimensions that are shown in figure must be
used. Given dimensions provide minimum clear-
ance. There needs to be a 30-inch (762mm)
minimum clearance between the top of the
cooking surface and the bottom of unprotected
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wood or metal cabinets or a 24-inch (609mm)
minimum when bottom of wood or metal cabi-
nets are protected by not less than a 1/4-inch
(6mm) flame retardant millboard covered with
not less than no. 29 msg sheet-steel, 0.015-inch

Tips for broiling

Broiling is ideal for cooking meat, fish and poultry

and will achieve a nice brown surface without it

drying out to much. Flat pieces, meat skewers
and sausages are particularly suited for broiling
as are vegetables with a high water content such
as tomatoes and onions.

e Distribute the pieces to be broiled on the
wire shelf.

e |fthe broiling is on the wire shelf, locate a
dripping pan under it in order to collect the
fat.

e Add some water in dripping pan for easy
cleaning.
